WŜǊŜƳƛŀƘ .ƭƻŎƪŜǊ ƛǎ our St. Johns County commissioner  

representing District 4. He is also a fellow Rotarian and a  

members of the Ponte Vedra club. He spoke to the group last 

week. He feels that three things are critical to the future and  

quality of life in St. Johns County-including Ponte Vedra and District 

4. ‘The first is keeping our community safe and secure. The second 

is coming up with a long-term solution to maintaining our beaches 

and water sources. And the third is managing our growth and 

putting the infrastructure in place to support existing and future 

growth.’ In his presentation he discussed many long term county needs to include priorities 

and project to help increase various revenue streams. Future facility and programming needs 

exceed $300 million in order to meet future growth and community expectations.  

Balancing revenues and community needs requires meaningful dialogue between community 

and Board of County Commissioners. He insists  the community get engaged,  

communicate with the commission regarding service, programming, 

and facility needs in St. Johns County. More than 60 of Florida’s 67 

counties have already begun to address their funding needs; St. Johns 

County needs to look at those approaches. Potential solutions include 

shifting infrastructure cost to tourists and visitors through tourism 

 development. The county could also give voters the choice to consider  

limited-scope infrastructure plan with potential funding options.
