Simple Schools Are Helping Children in 

Ghana  

 

 

Have you ever wished as a Rotarian that 
you could do something to help educate a 
child? Have you ever dreamed that a child 
could start their education at a younger 
age? Rotarian Walter Hughes saw children 
in communities all over Ghana in West 
Africa and realized that they should be in 
school.   

Clubs and districts can now use global 
grants to build low-cost shelters and 
simple schools, under a recent policy 
change effective through 2019. The 
construction must be part of a 
comprehensive project related to an area 
of focus. 

Our club Global Grant Participation is 
going towards building these schools and 
providing clean water to this part of the 
world. These Global Grants are being 
managed by Walter Hughes of Rocky 
Mount Rotary Club-He has already brought 
water to 300,000 people in northern 
Ghana. Walter has been organizing these 
projects for over ten years. He was our 
guest speaker in April.
