KART (Kings Area Regional Transit) is the main public transportation service for Kings County,
California, providing bus routes and paratransit options connecting cities like Hanford,
Lemoore, and Avenal with both local and regional service.

Overview

KART is operated by the Kings County Area Public Transit Agency (KCAPTA), which is a joint
powers authority created in 1980 by the cities of Hanford, Lemoore, Avenal, and Kings
County. KCAPTA oversees bus operations and maintenance, contracting currently with MV
Transportation.

Service Area and Routes

KART serves the cities of Hanford, Lemoore, Armona, Avenal, Grangeville, Hardwick,
Kettleman City, Laton, Stratford, and Corcoran. It also provides commuter connections to
Fresno and Visalia.

Most routes start and end at the Hanford Transit Center, with several local lines (Green,
Orange, Purple, etc.) covering neighborhoods in Hanford and intercity lines connecting
surrounding towns and counties.

There are also paratransit and Flex Route services for riders needing specialized
transportation options.

Facilities and Expansion
The main Hanford Transfer Center is located at 504 W 7th Street, Hanford, CA.

KART is building a new transit station in Hanford to expand service and reduce wait times,
with plans including expanded facilities, additional bus bays, and modern features like
electric vehicle charging.
