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Dear District Governors and Club Presidents,

We see the decision to vaccinate as a civic and humanitarian imperative. Rotary is not a political or
religious organization, it is a service organization and this is the lens through which we are
advising you of our position.

1. Global vaccination is the path to ending the pandemic and the emergence of new variants.
Rotary endorses and strongly encourages vaccination for all individuals including our
members who are currently able to be vaccinated against COVID-19. In areas where COVID-19
is surging, communities are facing extreme challenges, health systems are overwhelmed, and
contentious rhetoric is dividing us. It is critical that the virus be contained so that the world
may begin to heal. To that end, the purpose of this statement is to reinforce Rotary’s position.

2. Misinformation has become an “infodemic” that hinders the fight against COVID-19. In line
with our Four-Way Test, Rotary International and The Rotary Foundation are committed to
providing our members with science-based information.

3. Rotary International staff at One Rotary Center were required to be vaccinated by 10 October
2021, as a criterion for employment after that date. RI’s employee vaccination rate stands at
over 99 percent.

4. Globally, Rotary is actively engaged in assuring equity in vaccine access to all people. Our
efforts have included advocacy with the G-20, and a proof-of-concept program with
GAVI/COVAX to leverage our frontline experience with polio eradication to facilitate vaccine
delivery in several low- and middle-income countries where Rotarians are active. While we
know many clubs are already deeply involved in COVID-19 prevention, we are working on
additional strategies to multiply our collective efforts. GAVI/COVAX is a partnership including
WHO and UNICEF focused on global access and delivery of COVID-19 vaccines.

5. Those children for whom vaccines are not currently available are at significant risk. Until
vaccines are available for all children, the vaccination of adults is the best way to protect
children who cannot be vaccinated. Pediatric admissions for COVID-19 are rising precipitously
in areas of low vaccination.

6. Rotary salutes health care workers everywhere as they continue to provide lifesaving services.
Local recognition of these heroes by each of our clubs can help to encourage them to continue
their important work. Rotary abhors any harassment and attacks on healthcare workers.

7. Rotary and Rotaract clubs are encouraged to set good examples by being exemplary role
models; redouble their efforts to support COVID-19 treatment, prevention, and vaccination
efforts.

8. Vaccines have proven to be one of the greatest advances of modern medicine. The World
Health Organization estimates that vaccines save between 2 to 3 million children’s lives each
year, and the Global Polio Eradication Initiative estimates the polio vaccine has saved more
than 19 million children from paralysis. Vaccines are safe, effective and are responsible for
eliminating or controlling many other vaccine-preventable diseases such as smallpox, measles,
rubella, and Ebola. And now, there is the opportunity to end the COVID-19 pandemic through
vaccines.

9. The eradication of polio remains a goal of the highest order for Rotary. We can apply the
lessons we have learned in fighting polio to the efforts in responding to the COVID-19
pandemic.

When the home of The Light House Recovery Program recently burned to
the ground, https://abc3o.com/fresno-fire-downtown-three-alarm-light-
house-recovery-program/11137495/, members of the Area 10 clubs
recognized a need and stepped forward to fill it. Light House Executive
Director Vikki Luna said that the staff and the 12 women who had been
staying at the house at the time of the fire, had been moved into a
temporary facility but that the new building was unfurnished. The Light
House needed help immediately so the Fresno, Fig Garden, East Fresno
and North Fresno clubs responded with donations of cash and furniture
and while the donations were greatly appreciated, we anticipate that
there will be additional donations in future as the need for support will be
ongoing.

The Light House Recovery Program provides a Safe Place where women
can regain their sobriety and reestablish their independence so that they
can return to being productive members of our community.

It’s time to start thinking about the Rotary Clubs of Visalia’s Centennial Celebration, slated for
Saturday, January 22, 2022. This swanky event will not only be the gala of the year (or even the
century??), it will also raise funds for the Centennial Project, refurbishing Visalia’s Rotary Theater.
The Rotary Theater was built in the 1930s, and was operated by the Visalia Unified School District.
In 1987, local Rotary clubs revitalized the building and the District named the theater after Rotary
in thanks. Now, 1987 may not seem all that long ago to some Rotarians of a Certain Age, but after
decades of use by local groups and students, it needed a facelift. Floors were worn down, seats were
torn, and the lighting and sounds systems were antiquated.

So far new seats have been ordered, and are as comfortable as they look in these photos. Lighting is
being installed, painting is being done, and there’s even enough time and funds available to make
the exterior look better, with a landscape architect helping us with design.

What better way, then, to mark 100 years of Rotary in Visalia than to make the theater bearing our
name a local showplace. All this work will cost around $500,000, so the Centennial Board has been
working hard to raise funds through donations and grants — and of course, the Celebration!

We already have a number of wonderful sponsors, totaling more than $200,000. Sponsorships
start at $10,000 (Lollapalooza Sponsor, which comes with 8 event tickets, special wine, and
marketing for the donor), and also include Big Shot Sponsor ($7,500), Baby Grand Sponsor
($5,000), and more. Many of the packages also include a wall plaque or named seat in the theater.
You can also purchase a named seat for $500, and buy individual tickets for $150 each. To become
a sponsor, visit https://one.bidpal.net/R100/ticketing or contact Scott Jacobsen at 559-909-4165
or scottkevinjacobsen@gmail.com.

Then get ready for the Celebration, an elegant event with a 1920s theme, to be held at the Visalia
Convention Center. The evening will feature dinner, music, dancing and “hooch” stations where
you can choose from popular drinks from the last century made by bartenders wearing clothes from
that era. What should you wear to this party? Black tie, of course, or attire that reflects your favorite
period of the last 100 years. In other words, wear a tux, wear a flapper dress, or wear a poodle skirt
— but don’t just come as you are. This is a once-in-a-lifetime event, so dress like it! For all the
