Caroline will participate in the Black Legacy Project in
Atlanta in April, and was recently asked by WABE in Atlanta to write and record a song
for season four of the Buried Truths podcast. As a graduate student in Southern Studies
at the University of Mississippi, Caroline co-founded Thacker Mountain Radio, a live-
audience radio show. It continues today as a weekly broadcast on both Mississippi and
Alabama Public Radio.
