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Peace and Conflict Resolution Training Workshop for Rotarians,
Saturday June 7th

Skills in conflict resolution are valuable assets for work within your Rotary Clubs, communities, and the domestic and
international service projects that you support in our increasingly conflict-filled world, as well as work in Rotary Inter-
Country Committees and Rotary Action groups.

The District 7620 Peace Committee is sponsoring a Peace and Conflict Resolution one-day workshop on Saturday, June 7th
with the Rotary- Carter School for Peace and Conflict Resolution Collaboration. The event will take place at the Carter
School in Arlington, Virginia.

- Apply analytical skills in conflict-sensitive analysis using tools such as problem analysis, do-no-harm analysis, stakeholder
analysis

- Apply interpersonal skills needed for conflict resolution, management, and transformation such as negotiation, mediation,
empathy, active listening, effective communication.

Participants completing the workshop will also receive training certificates.

The workshop fee is only $25 to cover breakfast and lunch costs. There are only 30 spaces available for
participants from Districts 7620 and 7610.
