November 2, 2025 at 8:30 am, the longest continuous road race in Montgomery County will kick off and we are in charge
of getting sponsors for this run.

It is a wonderful community gathering. Every dollar that we generate for this fundraiser is part of the pot of money that
we give away in 2026.

We co-host every year with the City of Rockville and the Montgomery County Road Runners. There will be about 1500
runners and about 3000-5000 spectators.

The Rockville
Rotary Foundation supports local homeless shelters, food programs, needy families, Scouting organizations, historic
projects, Rotary International’s Polio Eradication Initiative, as well as many health and education programs in the U.S.,
India, Kenya and Mexico.
