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1. Admission to the official lunch meetings of Pasadena Rotary, held from 12 – 1:30 pm on Wednesdays, is limited to vaccinated persons.  This precaution, which is in addition to the current Pasadena Health Order, is because masks must be removed during a substantial time in each meeting for eating and drinking.  Proof of vaccination is required.
2. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in lieu of proof of vaccination, persons entering the meeting can present a negative COVID test with results obtained within 48 hours prior to noon of the Wednesday meeting. 
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All persons entering shall have their temperature checked and can only enter    if it falls within standard guidelines.
3. A temporary waiver of the mandatory $100.00 monthly lunch charge is  available to all members. Members who, for any reason, must be or choose to be absent from the Wednesday lunch meetings of Pasadena Rotary may contact Wendy Anderson to request a temporary Mandatory Lunch Charge (hereafter “MLC”) waiver. 
4. An MLC waiver shall create the same financial effect as the current Leave of Absence or Senior Active membership categories.  All other fees and dues, other than the mandatory monthly lunch charge, shall be charged to the member.  
5. Subject to paragraph 6., members with an MLC waiver may participate in any and all club activities, including but not limited to serving on committees, chairing committees, attending social events, participating in service projects, serving on the Board of Directors, and holding any office of the club.  They have the full rights and privileges of any fully active member who is paying the mandatory monthly lunch charge.  
6. Members with an MLC waiver, as well as all other members of the club, will be subject to any and all applicable safety requirements related to Covid 19 established by either governmental health authorities, the club or a committee for a particular activity. If food or beverages are served, participants should be told so they can plan accordingly.  A zoom attendance option should be offered whenever possible.  Notwithstanding any of the foregoing, any events hosted by a member at their home are subject to precautions as set by the host, whether the same as, or more or less restrictive then, the Covid 19 precautions applicable to the Wednesday lunch meetings.
7. A request for an MLC waiver is made by requesting the waiver in an email sent to Wendy Anderson at office@pasadenarotary.com.  No reason needs to be stated.   The request for waiver must be sent to Wendy Anderson on or before midnight of the last calendar day of the month during which the MLC waiver is to take effect.  The MLC waiver will be effective during the entire calendar month in which the requesting email is received, and will continue in effect until terminated either at the request of the member who is on MLC Waiver status or by action of the board.  Any request to terminate is effective in the month in which the request is made or at a future date as designated by the requestor.  The Board of Directors shall approve an MLC waiver request that complies with the above, and shall also have authority to grant, for good cause and in its discretion, an effective date earlier than the month during which the MLC waiver request is submitted by a club member.   
8. The Board may terminate the temporary mandatory lunch charge waiver established by this Resolution by vote of the Board at a regular meeting of the Board, when conditions and/or club finances warrant it.
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
