1. Project Description---Briefly describe the project.  What was done, when and where did project activities take place and who were the beneficiaries?  

Maternal and Child Health is this project Area of Focus: The Winter Park Rotary Club has supported the Killarney Elementary School Food Pantry for more than 14 years.  We discovered that some children going to school at Killarney were hungry, unable to learn. From that time, we have packed food for the homeless and hungry children for the weekends.  According to the school principal and the school’s records, the children receiving food have improved their testing scores.  We buy our food at Second Harvest Food Bank at the lowest prices possible.  This grant money will buy food at Second Harvest. 

The Winter Park Rotary Club has a dedicated committee that packs food for school administration identified homeless students/families each Wednesday morning at the Killarney Food Pantry.  The number of homeless students and families has reached 100.  Food is packed and distributed to the students each Wednesday that school is in session.  This committee is led by Winter Park Rotarian Ann Clement.
