Lisa
provided us with statistics from
a national level all the way
down to how Aiken County
compares when it comes to
suicide. Lisa spoke to us about
how suicide has no boundaries,
it doesn’t know race or social

status. In the recent weeks
with the suicides of Anthony
Bourdain and designer Kate
Spade, it has brought this
conversation to the forfront.

In Aiken County there were

27 suicides in 2014 and 26

in 2015. In 2016 the number
increased to 31, and increased
again in 2017 to 41.

There have been 22 suicides so
far this year in Aiken County.
