DGE Lorne’s Update…Might You Be Interested in Serving on a District Committee?
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The excitement of Governor preparation is building.  In the past month, I have been preparing for the District Spring Assembly which was held on March 23.  We had an excellent turnout with over 100 Rotarians gathering at the Spokane Valley Tech Center for day's learning.

My final board meeting as a PETS Director was also held a few weeks ago. The Governors-Elect for the 10 districts that participate in Pacific North-West PETS make up the Board of Directors.  We are also actively involved in the PETS presentation, which is in mid-February.  Once the seminar is over, we do a review of the year's event, and then turn the directorship over to the Governors-Nominee who begin preparing for next year's event.  I have found this to be a challenging position, as I have not had a lot of involvement with PETS over the years, while some of my fellow directors have been session training leaders or Assistant Governors and had a more active role. I was very pleased with the quality of the event that was presented this past February.

I am privileged to gather via zoom twice each month with the Governor line from the 30 Districts in Zones 26 & 27, which, together, make up the Big West.  These meetings are facilitated by R.I. Director, Dan Himelspach.  One of these meetings involves just the Governors Elect, and the 2nd meeting is for the full line of Governors, Governors-Elect and Governors-Nominee.

At our most recent meeting we covered topics such as the R.I. Operational Review, the Gates Foundation funding for polio eradication, the progress in the growth of the Rotary Endowment Fund, and the goal of reaching $2.025 Billion (U.S.) by the year 2025.  That involves commitment by Rotarians (& others) to leave a legacy gift of some sort to The Rotary Foundation in their will, and registering their intent to leave that gift with TRF.  We also received an update from our zone Public Image Coordinators on efforts to increase awareness of Rotary across our districts.

Next month, most of my class of Governors-Elect from Zones 26 & 27 will be gathering in-person at the Rotary International Convention in Singapore.

I am still working on filling in the last of the district positions for next year, including a new role called a "District Action Plan Champion".  We have many enthusiastic and qualified Rotarians serving beyond their own clubs in our District and our Zone.

Our Speaker on April 9 was Bill Gibbon who shared what his father, the Late Art Gibbon did for Nelson
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Have you ever overheard a conversation in which the naming of the Art Gibbon Memorial Park was questioned, and suggestions made to change it? Some of us have. Art Gibbon’s son Bill spoke to us about the late Art Gibbon. He left a booklet and a disk about his presentation. Nelson Museum and Art Gallery will also be given a copy. As a result of his talk Ian Comishin suggested that the club install something in the park so that others will know more about the late Art Gibbon and his dedication to the community. 
Art served the Nelson Daily News for 47 years including 28 as Editor. He passed away in 1990. His community service included:
· 40 years of service through the Kiwanis Club including the role of President and Secretary. During this time there were three blocks of Kiwanis Housing created for the elderly. 
· Kootenay Music Festival Board Member
· Chamber of Commerce member
· Community Chest Past President
· Mount St. Francis Hospital Board of Directors’ member
· Associated Canadian Travellers’ club pianist
· Nelson Rowing Club

The property for the park was purchased by the City of Nelson in 1978. It was the Kiwanis Club of Nelson which spearheaded the construction of Art Gibbon Memorial Park, from the initial clean up to the construction of the bike park and the installation of other amenities and facilities.
