BART's Safe and Clean Plan

Henry Symons, the Government and
Community Relations Representative for BART
and a Berkeley native, spoke to the club on
March 13 on BART&E™s Safe and Clean Plan.
Henry attended Berkeley public schools, and
his first grade teacher, Berkeley Rotarian
Marion Hunt, was in the audience. Symons is a
graduate of UC Santa Cruz.

He divided his presentation into several major
sections:

. An overview of BART's primary ridership
. 35% have incomes of under $50,000.

. 44% do not own a car.

. 67% are non-white
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. Commitment to clean cars and stations

. BART now has 66% more cleaning staff than before the pandemic

. More staffing at high-volume stations.

¢. Insurance that all restrooms are open throughout the day and throughout the
system.

d. The new fleet of cars are much easier to clean and are buit with materials that are
easier to clean and stronger for wear and tear.
