Elmer presented the following Community Service Project opportunities:
The Valley Crime Stoppers Organization was founded in 1993 to help stop crime in the Central Valley. Since it’s inception, over 8,000 arrests have been made. $800,000 in rewards have been paid and $86,000,000 in drugs have been recovered. The Valley Crime Stoppers program has received national and international recognition for it’s media efforts. Crime Stoppers is one of the key factors in the dramatic decrease in crime in the Central Valley. Amount to be funded - $1,200.   MSC

 

The Pinedale Neighborhood Resource Center located on the Pinedale Elementary School campus sponsors the Pinedale Flag Football Program. The flag football program on campus teaches 2nd to 6th graders the fundamentals of football and team sportsmanship. The program provides for a productive after school activity for the children in the Pinedale community.  Amount to be funded - $1,500.  MSC

 

The Malaga Elementary School traditionally takes it’s 4th and 5th graders on an educational field trip. This year, due to community hardship, the School has not been able to raise the funds needed. In response, Fig Garden Rotary will be funding the charter bus necessary. Funding requested for students  to go on a field trip to the San Francisco Mission and Science Exploratorium. The field trip allows the students to experience what has been taught in the classroom. Most of the students have never been outside the Central Valley. This field trip will help the students become more aware of the possibilities that life can bring beyond their local community. Amount to be funded - $1,400.

 

The Craycroft Youth Center is an emergency shelter for children who are abused, abandoned, or neglected. Placed in the shelter by “Child Protective Services,”  these children experience a safe place where they are loved, nurtured, and encouraged. The Center needs to replace it’s existing old computers.   Funding up to $3,000.  MSC
