$1,000 for Break the Barriers Buddy Program which targets special education students in local elementary schools to attend their programs.   MSC.

$1,000 for the Community Food Bank to provide food to local residents in need.  MSC.

The League of California has asked for assistance with a program at Fresno State.   Fresno State students are trained on techniques to overcome conflicts and then train middle school teachers.   The board asked for detailed information on how funds will be spent.

$2,000 for Fresno Survivors of Suicide to provide materials to use in local schools which will have information to identify suicidal clues and address issues.  MSC.

$2,500 for the Hacienda Campus for Women and Children to rehab and furnish an apartment where a family may live while participating in their program for at risk individuals.  MSC.   John will also be requesting household items that will aid in this project.
$2,500 for the annual Perfect Attendance Elementary School Bicycle Project which awards bicycles to selected children with perfect attendance.  MSC.
