The latest Global Grant occurred in the summer
and fall of 2023 when 110 Ugandan Rotary Clubs
and 20 Rotaract Clubs conducted 163 health
camps, serving more than 41,000 people through-
out Uganda.

More than 3,619 individuals were screened for
breast, prostate and cervical cancers, as well as
TB and Hepatitis B. Over 23,366 people received
treatment, 5,008 were tested for HIV, malaria, and
blood sugar levels. 1,386 individuals donated
blood and 4,168 children received immunizations.

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2024-25 DISTRICT GRANT PROJECTS

Our allotment for DISTRICT GRANT FUNDS was lower this year because our District’s Annual Fund/
SHARE giving three years ago was low. The Rotary Foundation uses proceeds from the Annual Fund/
SHARE contributions for administrative costs for three years and then sends about half of the funds back
to the district it came from for District Grants and Global Grants. The other half is used by the World Fund
for grants, the Peace Fellow program and other Foundation programs.

Total requests for District Grants ($53,778) exceeded the available funding by $4,000, so each request
was reduced by specific percentages. All requests for funds were reduced by 6%, and an additional 4%
deduction was applied to the clubs that made no or little contribution to the Annual Fund/SHARE over the
last two years.
