Joe Dellasega called the meeting to order at 11:07 a.m. Joe asked for changes or additions to the minutes that were sent via email. There were two changes:  there are 6 foundation matches left and 14 already made and it was sing-off not sign-off.  Motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes.  Motion passed. 
Secretary’s Report – Johnna Norton
· Total membership is 84:  70 active, 12 R85 and 2 honorary. Two members terminated and five new members have been added YTD.  Three new members are under 40 years old.
· Motion made, seconded to propose Eric Delman for membership.  Motion passed.

· Fred Osborn has asked to transfer from Joplin and the process has been started.

· Attendance average July 1, 2016-October 31, 2016 is 73% with make-ups factored into the number.  Please keep announcing how to do make-ups and Johnna has form for new member proposal process.  Attendance right now for October is 72%.  There are only ten members currently under the 50% attendance requirement.
· Johnna updated on progress towards Presidential Citation forms and several goals are already made.  She will ask all chairs to update her at the next meeting.  Goals are not due until June 30, 2017.
Treasurer’s Report – Jeff Wilbert 
· Checking - $10,012.12; Money market - $13,724.09; Rotary Leffler Park - $5,937.81
· Roctoberfest final profit for distribution is $1,708.22.  Motion made, seconded, and passed to donate $2,000 to The Lord’s Diner. There are additional funds in service project budget line.
· Gorilla Grind results will be discussed next month.  
· DACDB bill for 2017 is $599 and will be paid.  Via Christ food bill was high for guests for last two months at $220 so need to keep track of that item and know that we only budgeted $1,000 for the year.

President’s Report – Joe Dellasega 
· The District Governor had a great visit and we will discuss later some of his ideas and if implementation is something we should do.  Joe D and Johnna attended District Conference in Branson and it was good. District leadership continued to talk about the vibrancy of our club.
· Wheelchair project update was donation collected is equal to $2,032.50 so added with the $2,000 match, the club has met its goal. Motion made, seconded and passed to give $4,032.50 to wheelchair project.  It was also discussed that there was a $10,000 gift made to the club and it is being decided how and when it will come to the club.
· Jeff Elliott is not a board member as his term expired June 30, 2016 so will not be attending and Joe Leek will give his report for service.  Our board now is twelve with Michelle Hucke leaving so board needs to decide if it needs to add one more.
Committee Chair Reports  
Club Administration – Kathleen Flannery 
· There is $2,000 budgeted for member grants.  Kathleen will prepare a ballot so membership can nominate 501c3 organizations for a grant.  The board will review and appropriate funds on December 13 board meeting and winning organizations will get their funds at January 3 meeting and club assembly.  United Way, JLHutch Baseball, The Lord’s Diner, and Community Health Center of SEK will not be eligible since they receive funds from our club in other ways throughout the year.
Membership – Bob Burk 
· Bob will be sending out information to the club about the new member mentor program soon to get it started.  Orientation will be set for February 2017.
Service – Joe Leek (no report) 
· Club did not end up sending any student to RYLA. 
· Motion was made to give award of $50 for one PHS student and $50 for one SMC student who win their school Four Way Test Speech Contest then there will be another $50 who wins the club contest.  Motion was seconded and passed.
· CHCSEK Dental Screenings have been cancelled for November and are looking to be rescheduled tentatively for April 2017.
Foundation – Cristy Mitchell 
· Going to meet with Community Foundation of SEK to discuss setting up a fund to take donations and also are looking into starting our own club foundation. Will report back.
· District grant applications are due in December. Cristy will apply for Gorilla Grind and Lord’s Diner.
Public Relations – Zach Adams 
· Zach is scripting and working on video. Save the date for centennial dinner should go out next week and invitations will go out in February.  

100 Year Event Ad Hoc Committee – Mindy Cloninger

· Committee is working on budget. There is $5,000 for the banquet event and $2,000 also budgeted.  The committee is looking at ticket prices between $40-45 and working on getting final pricing.
· Committee asks for card game to start again.
Rotoract – Zach Adams 

· Just celebrating one year and earned Presidential Citation for their first year.  There are about 35 members in Rotoract.  They donated $88 to the club from a fundraiser for our use.
· Their plans for this year to work more with our club include hosting a member panel, participating in our service projects, and doing a joint project.
· Five Rotary members visited them at a meeting and served on a panel asking questions. 
Old Business
· Rotary Leffler Park ideas for improvement where discussed including equipment, repairs, and adding a sign for the four way test.  The board decided to spend about $2,500 on improvements and final recommendations will be brought to the board in December for a vote.
· Board also needs to decide upon a Kids Day at Leffler Park date for Spring 2017.

· Past President Joe G made a motion to nominate Cristy Mitchell as our President Nominee.  Motion was seconded and passed.
