Joe Dellasega called the meeting to order at 10:45 a.m. Joe asked for changes or additions to the minutes that were sent via email. There were none so a motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes.  Motion passed. 
Secretary’s Report – Johnna Norton
· Total membership is 83:  69 active, 12 R85 and 2 honorary. Two members terminated and four new members have been added YTD.  Brad Well should be inducted November 1.  With the addition of Brad, three new members will be under 40 years old.
· Attendance average July 1, 2016-September 30, 2016 is 73% with make-ups factored into the number.  Attendance average same time last year was 65%.  Please keep announcing how to do make-ups and Johnna has form for new member proposal process.  Attendance right now for August was 69%.  There are only ten members currently under the 50% attendance requirement.
· Johnna updated on progress towards Presidential Citation forms and several goals are already made.  She will ask all chairs to update her at the next meeting.  Goals are not due until June 30, 2017.
Treasurer’s Report – Jeff Wilbert 
· Money market - $13,539.51; Checking - $6,193.03; Rotary Leffler Park - $5,876.56 ($655 added in just last two months)
· All dues have been collected from members.
· Bills are still outstanding for two major events Gorilla Grind and Rocktoberfest and a firm financial summary of each will be provided next month.  

President’s Report – Joe Dellasega 
· The District Governor was the guest so each committee chair would be giving an update and background on their areas. Joe set the stage reviewing the top five club goals for the year including listing our strengths and highlights for the year of reaching out to the Sunrise club, longevity, passion, service, programming, role, announcements, and in general Showing up for Pittsburg.
· Wheelchair project update was donation collected is equal to $1,982 so added with the $2,000 match, the club has met the $4,000 goal.
Committee Chair Reports  
Club Administration – Kathleen Flannery 
· The committee works hard on strong and diverse programs, utilizes fun activities like the September Sing-Off for song leaders, introduces games to get to know more people like the two-minute drill, and is involved in promoting support of the community by doing member grants each year.
Membership – Bob Burk 
· Bob gave the update including the current membership is down from historical highs but our goal is quality not just quantity and diversity including our good balance in age and 27% female membership.  The committee is working on new member mentor program to be introduced in the next few weeks, continuing orientations, and focusing on recruitment and retention.  
· DG den Daas gave some suggestions including considering retired teachers for new members, ‘Fireside Chats’ for new members, and a new member service project every six months.  The DG all suggested reviewing the Council on Legislation changes that could help with membership including adding all Rotaract members and possibly getting a district dues discount.
Service – Jeff Elliott 
· Jeff said all projects are moving forward and on target and gave a description of each.
· Gorilla Grind had $50 participants and 10-15 Rotary volunteers. Final amount raised to be announced soon.
· Rocktoberfest had 244 paying attendees. Final bills are still coming but about $2,390 in expenses are expected plus an alcohol sales tax.  The projected profit is $2,650.  Riggs Chiropractic also presented a $2,050 check to The Lord’s Diner at the event.  

· DG den Daas suggested contacting Cassville who does a 5th grade ‘Don’t Meth with Us’ program.

· Jeff talked about the number of new people that have assumed leadership positions with our service projects.
Foundation – Cristy Mitchell 
· Foundation activities are ongoing.  There are 36 PHFs, the goal is $100 per member to the foundation, and there are 14 $50 matches left for gifts by members to the foundation.
· DG den Daas suggested contacting the Miami, OK club because they just significantly increased their member foundation giving and also consider starting our own club foundation.
· The DG also suggested we look into creating a foundation for the club.
Public Relations – Zach Adams and Jerime Carpenter (ad hoc co-chairs)
· Zach reported that the focus now is video and other items for the anniversary and it is going well.

100 Year Event Ad Hoc Committee – Mindy Cloninger

· Committee working on all details of the evening including book, video, etc.  The keynote speaker was just confirmed and is Dick Trammell.  
Rotoract – Zach Adams 

· Just celebrating one year and earned Presidential Citation for their first year.  
· There are about 35 members in Rotoract.  
· Their plans for this year to work more with our club include hosting a member panel, participating in our service projects, and doing a joint project.

· Rotary Leffler Park ideas for improvement, costs, etc. will be discussed at the next board meeting with action taken on what to do with the park.
