Secretary’s Report/Minutes

Minutes of the May 10, 2018 meeting were previously distributed for Board review. Paul Bridges moved the minutes be accepted; second by Lori McMinn. Motion passed unanimously.

Secretary Jim Zahnd also reported that Rick Custer had requested a Leave of Absence effective June 1, 2018. Jerry Sorensen moved the LOA be granted; second by Tony Booth. Motion approved unanimously.
Treasurer’s Report & Budgets
The monthly treasurer’s reports as previously distributed for Board review were discussed by Treasurer Harv Shelton.  The reconciled balance of the Operations Account as of May 31, 2018 was $18,362.46. The balances for the Charity Corporation as of May 31, 2018 were: Working Account = $33,110.83; Reserve Account = $9,619.86; Total = $42,730.69. Gary Jacobs moved the Treasurer’s Report be accepted; second by Jerry Sorensen. Motion passed unanimously.

Harv also reported on the status of fourth quarter dues collections, and noted that the Club’s Mother’s Day Luncheon’s net profit was $1,500.
Foundation
Grover Scarborough reported that total contributions to the Foundation through May were $15,124, or 170% of the goal of $8,900. Grover also noted that 52% of the Club’s membership

are Sustaining Members of the Foundation.
