The Annual Business Meeting of Rotary District 6360
The annual business meeting is an important meeting for the district because the decisions taken at this meeting establish policy for the district.  Customarily, this meeting is held as part of the district conference. The importance of the meeting is underscored by the rules established for Rotarians in the Manual of Procedure 2010 (“MOP”):

Each club in the district shall select, certify and send to its annual district conference at least one elector (MOP, Article 15.050.1 Electors, page 232).

Electors (MOP 15.050.1). Each club is entitled to a minimum of one elector.  If more than 25 members, the club is entitled to one additional elector for each additional 25, or major fraction thereof, of its members
(”a major fraction” of 25 = 13).  Accordingly, as examples:

38 members = 2 electors, 63 = 3, 88 = 4, 113 = 5, etc.

Selection and Certification of Electors.  A form is provided for the convenience of the clubs.  The club president, or secretary, shall certify the selection by the club of the electors.  Certification of the electors must be received prior to the annual meeting.

Voting at the Annual Meeting (MOP, 15.050.2).  In general, on matters coming before the annual meeting, every member is entitled to vote. However, ELECTORS ONLY may vote on the following: selection of governor-nominee, election of member and alternate member of the nominating committee for director, composition and terms of reference of the nominating committee for governor, election of the club representative and alternate representative of the district to the council on legislation, and the decisions as to the amount of per capita levy.   ANY ELECTOR MAY CALL FOR A VOTE BY ELECTORS ONLY, and in such cases voting shall be restricted to electors.

15.050.3. Proxies.

A club may designate a proxy for its absent elector(s). Such club must obtain the consent of the governor for such proxy. The proxy may include a member of its own club or a member of any club in the district in which the club is located.  The proxy designation must be certified by the president and secretary of such club. The proxy shall be entitled to vote as proxy for the non-attending elector(s) represented, in addition to any other vote the proxy may have
