By-Law change proposal – Family Membership:

Based on comments, this is what I get:

“Williamston Sunrise Rotary is offering a Family Membership. The board would like to encourage other members of a Rotarian's family (son, daughter, or spouse) to have a deeper connection and participation in our local Rotary. These members would be called "Associate" members of our Rotary. They would be encouraged to fully participate in club activities and come to meetings but cannot serve as officers or have voting privileges. The cost of this Associate Membership would be $40 per quarter per additional family member which includes the cost of meals.”

But I don’t think it reads right as a By-law, so here’s my attempt: 

Article 13   
Section 8: (my suggested location)
 “Family Membership is available to members of a Williamston Rotarian’s family (son, daughter or spouse) to have a deeper connection and participation in our club.  These members would be called "Associate" members of our Rotary Club. They would be encouraged to fully participate in club activities and come to meetings but cannot serve as officers and have no voting privileges. The cost of this Associate Membership would be $40 per quarter per additional family member which includes the cost of meals.”

Per our By-Laws:

Article 13   Method of Electing Members
Section 7 – The club may elect, in accordance with the standard Rotary club constitution, honorary members proposed by the board.

Article 16   Amendments
These bylaws may be amended at any regular meeting, a quorum being present, by a two-thirds vote of all members present, provided that notice of such proposed amendment shall have been mailed or otherwise transmitted to each member at least ten (10) days before such meeting. No amendment or addition to these bylaws can be made which is not in harmony with the standard Rotary club constitution and with the constitution and bylaws of RI.
