GUIDELINES FOR FUNDING PROPOSALS
The Grants and Scholarships Committee of Elyria Rotary welcomes proposals requesting financial support for projects in the greater Elyria community and which meet the following criteria:

Areas of Interest

The Grants Committee primarily supports requests in the following areas:

· Assisting disabled children,

· Supporting the Elyria Schools,

· Improving Elyria’s parks and public spaces, and

· Providing other needed social and educational services.

What Elyria Rotary Club Will Not Fund

The Committee will not consider requests:

· From individuals,

· From political, labor or fraternal organizations, 

· …that have international impact – these will be forwarded to the World Community Service Committee for consideration, and

· …that are for endowments, research, deficit financing, debt retirement, loans, or sponsorships of recreational activities and fundraisers.

Application Requirements

· Applicants must be tax-exempt – and include the organization’s 501(c)3 non-profit status with the application,
· Include a copy of the organization’s operating budget,
· Include a balanced budget for the project indicating all anticipated sources of revenue and expenses, and
· Complete the application in its entirety. 

How to Apply
· First, submit a one page letter of inquiry (LOI) at any time during the year that provides the name of the organization, target population you serve, a brief description of your proposed project, amount requested, amount seeking from other sources, total project cost, and a statement declaring if you have received funds from Elyria Rotary Club previously and the amount, if known.  The Club will respond to your letter either inviting you to apply or declining – with an explanation.

· If you are invited to apply, an application will be provided to you via email.  If you do not have email, an application will be mailed to your organization.
