Previous Meeting Minutes of April 19 Rusty 1st, Colette 2nd:  All in Favor, None Opposed.

Treasurer’s Report presented by Rusty, no unusual items.  Golf tournament income coming in.  Have not yet received the $8K match from the district for our district grant but its been approved and should be coming soon.  Motion to accept as presented: Jason 1st, Lynn 2nd  All in Favor, None Opposed.

Old Business:  The 2023/24 District Grant Report accepted as complete, very complimentary of the project impact; check in the amount of $8,000 to be mailed and received in the Foundation account.

Grant Requests:  CUCAC requesting funds same as in previous years to support Symphony on the Lawn and Camp Fame.  Request for $2000 for each event.  Total of $4000 requested.  Presented by Rusty who abstained from vote.  Elaine 1st, Jason 2nd  All approved. None opposed. 

New Member Proposals: Two new applications reviewed:  Cindy Baldhoff and Sherrye Clem.  Cindy had previously been approved via email.  Sherrye approved Jason 1st Susan 2nd All in favor, none opposed. 
New Business:

1. District Awards received by our club last week when Susan attended a District meeting:

2. While Susan was at the District meeting she inquired about successful fundraising that has been done by other clubs in the district.  One idea was to go through the Speaker’s Bureau to bring in a high level speaker and sell tables and have high end auction items.  
3. Susan also mentioned an idea for a future speaker, the TBI spokesperson for the Handle with Care program which coordinates with the schools on children that they know have been involved in a domestic event to help teachers be aware of high risk children who have been exposed to trauma.  
4. District Grant for the Authors Grove at Cumberland University has been accepted with a $2000 match from the District.  We will match $2000.  Trees will be planted in October around the Grove which goes right along with when we normally do our community tree planting project  This project goes from now until the end of March 2025
5. Rusty presented the number of reservations he’s received for Symphony on the Lawn on June 8th which is quite low at 13 reservations. His concern is that if he doesn’t get at least 25-30 it won’t be worth while to provide the catered meal for such a small group.  Discussion was had about putting up a Rotary tent and providing appetizers and drinks instead of a full meal.  The board came to agreement that this was probably the best course to take this year.  Rusty will announce it during our general meeting.  

6. Tom Keifer brought up that he still has a box of CDs given to him by Gywen Lanius widow that he would like to give to someone for safekeeping.  Discussion was had regarding storage for historical records that are currently scattered around town in various places.  No consensus was formed but Susan suggested that we put that off until next term to address and she will contact someone in the District and we will see how much digital storage space we have on DacDb for Rotary minutes or things that can be digitized.  

7. Lyn Williams asked for clarification on how many times a visitor can come before having to apply for membership and how does someone verbalize that to a visitor.  Andy pointed out that our bylaws say that a visitor came come as our guest three times and then will have to fill out an application for membership before they can continue to come.
