General Guidelines 

· Projects must relate to the mission of The Rotary Foundation (TRF)

Can be local or international – pilot or non pilot districts
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· 

· Can support service projects, scholarships or vocational training teams

· Must follow TRF terms and conditions for use of funds

District 6860 Requirements

· Clubs must meet FV Qualification with signed MOU (requires attendance at grant management workshop) and Implementation Plan

· Club members must have contributed to The Rotary Foundation annual fund during the 2011-2012 year.   Please note that a club’s per capita giving to the annual fund in 2011-2012 will be used as a criterion in awarding district grant funds.

· Clubs must be in good standing with RI and District

· Any outstanding grant reports may impact eligibility

· Projects must be completed and reported on before the end of the Rotary year (June 30) in which funding is awarded

· Projects must not be initiated before the grant has been approved
