District Grant Guidelines for 2011-2012
This year we are attempting to streamline the district grant application process by merging the spending plan and application into one document.  Clubs that meet the qualification or requalification requirements under the Future Vision Pilot Program will automatically be considered for district grant funds, based on availability of funds.  Club presidents for 2011-2012 should submit their spending plan documents to Carol Argo at carola@uab.edu by August 1, 2011 in order to be considered for funding.   

General Guidelines 

· Projects must relate to the mission of TRF

· Can be local or international – pilot or non pilot districts

· Can support service projects, scholarships or vocational training teams

· Must follow TRF terms and conditions for use of funds 

District 6860 Requirements

· Clubs must meet FV Qualification with signed MOU (requires attendance at grant management workshop) and Implementation Plan (Implementation Plan required only for first time qualification)

· Club members must have contributed some amount to TRF in 2010-2011

· Clubs must be in good standing with RI and District

· Any outstanding District Simplified Grant or District Grant reports may impact eligibility

· Projects must be completed and reported on by the end of the Rotary year (June 30) in which funding is awarded

· Projects must not be implemented before funding is approved
