As written, Article 5, Section 2(a) of 4 
the RI Constitution and Article 13, Section 2(a) of the Standard Rotary Club 5 
Constitution require members to have a local presence with their clubs through 6 
business or residence. They are inconsistent with the structure of certain Rotary 7 
clubs and limit, rather than expand, membership.  8 
    9 
The world’s first online-only Rotary club was successfully chartered in 2002 and 10 
has members from multiple countries and continents. Since then, other e-clubs 11 
and passport clubs have been formed and are growing. They allow flexibility, 12 
affordability, and accessibility and do not require members to have a physical 13 
presence in a particular locality. 14 
    15 
With the advancement of technology, people of all ages and backgrounds, 16 
particularly those who are younger, have family and job commitments, or are 17 
financially limited, should be encouraged to join a Rotary club that appeals to 18 
them and fits their needs. Rotary clubs should have the ability to develop 19 
membership beyond their geographical limits if the club and the prospective 20 
member have shared values and interests. 21 
    22 
The COVID-19 crisis has increased the use of online platforms to conduct 23 
meetings and enabled people to connect with Rotary clubs in ways and across 24 
localities that were not previously utilized. For many, this has broadened their 25 
awareness of Rotary and opportunities for service. While in-person meetings 26 
remain essential for community projects, events, and relationships, it is time and 27 
appropriate for clubs to expand their reach to those who want to join and offer 28 
their services, regardless of where they work and live. 29

It would also complement the existing 17 
provision of using mediation or arbitration to solve conflicts between individuals 18 
and Rotary institutions, RI Bylaws section 24.010., in which the district is already 19 
included as an admissible party in disputes that require mediation or arbitration. 20

RI core revenues (excluding revenues from self-funding activities). Investment 18 
earnings account for approximately 2.5 percent of budgeted core revenues but are 19 
unpredictable in nature and are dependent on financial market fluctuations. 20

When deciding on the per capita dues recommendation, the RI Board, with the 22 
support of the Finance Committee, carefully analyzes the five-year financial 23 
forecast. The forecast takes several key factors into consideration, including 24 
membership numbers, investment earnings, inflation, and capital spending on 25 
projects, among others. They continue to review its recommendation based on 26 
the forecast and these factors up until the Council on Legislation is held to ensure 27 
that RI is able to maintain its required balanced annual budget per the RI Bylaws. 28 
This enactment may be amended based on the RI Board’s continued review.  29 



Therefore, this enactment would amend the RI Bylaws to provide for an annual 1 
dues increase of US$4.00 in 2023-2024 and a US$3.50 dues increase per year for 2 
2024-2025 and 2025-2026.  This enactment aligns per capita dues revenues at 3 
levels necessary to sustain RI’s current operations and programs, and to support 4 
RI’s financial sustainability for the future.  5 

FINANCIAL IMPACT 

This enactment would result in an increase in per capita dues revenue for RI.  6

An annual increase of US$4.00 in 2023-2024 and a US$3.50 dues increase per 8 
year for 2024-2025 would be equivalent to an average annual increase in dues 9 
revenue of approximately 4.91 percent. 10

At projected membership levels, RI would have a net deficit of US$1 million in 12

PURPOSE AND EFFECT 
 
The RI Constitution previously provided that “Within one year of the conclusion 9 
of the council on legislation, the board shall notify all governors of any board 10 
action taken in regard to resolutions adopted by the council.” However, this 11 
provision was removed by the 2016 Council on Legislation.  12 
 13 
As a result, the RI Board now has no constitutional obligation to inform 14 
governors of its process in reviewing adopted resolutions. It is left entirely to the 15 
Board’s discretion when to notify the governors of how or whether such 16 
resolutions have been considered. This means that, though it may sound extreme, 17 
it is possible for the Board to delay its review of adopted resolutions or to 18 
withhold notification of that action from the governors.  19 
    20 
It is naturally expected that the Board will review adopted resolutions within a 21 
reasonable timeframe and provide suitable notification to the district governors. 22 
If not, districts and clubs who, having thoroughly discussed such proposals, but 23 
not receiving a prompt and appropriate response, will be less inclined to 24 
participate in future Councils.

For this reason, we propose that the provision be reinstated in RI Bylaws as 1 
specified above. We believe that the restoration of this provision would 2 
significantly enhance districts’ motivation as future participants in Rotary’s 3 
legislative process.

We would like to add that this amendment is being proposed as an enactment 6 
after a similar proposal by our district missed the submission deadline for the 7 
2019 Council on Legislation. District 2680 submitted a resolution to the 2018 8

the 2019 Council on Legislation, and the resolution passed with a majority of 57 10 
percent; nevertheless, the Board did not propose the enactment.

1992 and it was apparent that a review was needed again to clarify and reorganize 5 
the RI Constitution. 6 
The Constitution and Bylaws Committee, along with 2019 Council on Legislation 7 
Chair Duane Benton, drafted this legislation so as to modernize and streamline 8 
the RI Constitution, without making substantive changes to its current 9 
provisions. Overall, the purpose of these changes was to simplify the RI 10

PURPOSE AND EFFECT 
 
The purpose of this enactment is to allow the Board to support pilot efforts in two 1 
regions of the Rotary world. The effort will focus on innovative ways to support 2 
our existing clubs, Rotarians, and Rotaractors within the following two regions: 3 
1)  Great Britain and Ireland, and 4 
2) New Zealand, Australia, and specific Pacific Island nations, which are part of  5 

    what is currently identified as Rotary Zone 8.   6 
 7 
No other part of the Rotary world will be part of the pilot programs. The pilot 8 
efforts will not impact club structures in any way, but instead, will test new ways 9 
to provide more localized support and a regional governance structure.   10 
 11 
Both regions involved have shown an interest in being part of a pilot. Each region 12 
has experienced a very significant net decrease in membership over the last 13 
decade.  Average club size has decreased significantly, the average age of the 14 
membership has increased and the overall health of the districts in these areas 15 
has suffered.  The cost of inaction is significant.  16 
 17 
This proposal is an effort to adapt and keep up with the pace of change in society 18 
and the increasing impact of technology on our lives. Most contemporary entities 19 
in today’s global marketplace have significantly flattened their organizational 20 
structures to allow greater agility and more direct links between the leadership 21 
and grassroots levels of their organizations. But our support structure has grown 22 
in its hierarchy, with additional volunteer layers and roles being added over the 23 
years.  24 
 25 
This proposal will test new models that can potentially enhance efficiencies; 26 
localize the programs, offerings, and tools provided to members; and explore new 27 
ways to make volunteer leadership positions more manageable and doable.    28 
 
 
FINANCIAL IMPACT 
 
This enactment would have a financial impact on RI which cannot be determined 29 
at this time. Cost would be dependent on how the Board decides to structure the 30 
pilot project. Initial costs are approximately US$110,000 per year for the pilot in 31 
the zone that includes Australia and New Zealand. Expenses would include a 32 
more regionalized support structure, enhanced technology, and temporary staff 33 
support for the launch. However, the cost may be partially offset by a reduction in 34 
in-person training and lower staff cost to support the new structure. 35

To revise the criteria for changing district boundaries 
 
Proposer(s):  Rotary Club of Chigasaki, District 2780, Japan 
 
 
To amend the BYLAWS of Rotary International as follows  1 
 2 
Article 15 Districts 3 
 4 
15.010. How Established. 5 
The board is authorized to group clubs into districts and set their boundaries. 6 
 7 
15.010.1. Eliminating and Changing Boundaries. 8 
The board may eliminate or change the boundaries of a district with more than 9 
100 clubs or fewer than 1,100 Rotarians, and then may move clubs from these 10 
districts into adjacent districts, merge these districts with others, or divide them.  11 
The board may change the boundaries of a district with fewer than 20 clubs or 12 
1,100 Rotarians or merge clubs in these districts with adjacent districts, or divide 13 
a district with more than 100 clubs or 5,400 Rotarians. Otherwise, no change 14 
shall be made to the boundaries of a district if a majority of its clubs object. The 15 
board may eliminate or change the boundaries of a district only after consulting 16 
with the governors and clubs involved and allowing them reasonable opportunity 17 
to provide a recommendation on the proposed change. The board shall consider 18 
geographical boundaries, potential for district growth, and cultural, economic, 19 
language, and other relevant factors. The board shall establish procedures for 20 
administration, leadership, and representation of future or merged districts. 21

PURPOSE AND EFFECT 
 
Setting the number of clubs and the number of members as criteria for the 22 
establishment of district boundaries will give the RI Board more flexibility to 23 
either divide or merge districts to keep them at an appropriate size.  24 
 
 
FINANCIAL IMPACT 
 
This enactment could have a financial impact on RI which cannot be determined 25 
at this time. Cost would depend on the scope and extent of support provided by 26 
the RI Board to eliminate and change district boundaries. 27 
The estimated average RI cost for direct expenses only is US$35,000 per district, 28 
which is primarily driven by district governor funding, district governor training 29 
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at the International Assembly, and Council representative expenses for the 1 
Council on Legislation. 2

To amend the Avenues of Service to include positive peace

To amend the STANDARD ROTARY CLUB CONSTITUTION as follows  1 
 2 
Article 6  Five Avenues of Service 3 
Rotary’s five Avenues of Service are the philosophical and practical framework 4 
for the work of this Rotary club. 5 

1.   Club Service, the first Avenue of Service, involves action a member should 6 
take within this club to help it function successfully. 7 

2.   Vocational Service, the second Avenue of Service, has the purpose of 8 
promoting high ethical standards in businesses and professions, 9 
recognizing the worthiness of all dignified occupations, and fostering the 10 
ideal of service in the pursuit of all vocations. The role of members includes 11 
conducting themselves and their businesses in accordance with Rotary’s 12 
principles and lending their vocational skills to club-developed projects in 13 
order to address the issues and needs of society. 14 

3.   Community Service, the third Avenue of Service, comprises varied efforts 15 
that members make, sometimes in conjunction with others, to improve the 16 
quality of life of those who live within this club’s locality or municipality by 17 
striving for positive peace in the community. 18 

4.   International Service, the fourth Avenue of Service, comprises those 19 
activities that members do to advance international understanding, 20 
goodwill, and positive peace by fostering acquaintance with people of other 21 
countries, their cultures, customs, accomplishments, aspirations, and 22 
problems, through reading and correspondence and through cooperation in 23 
all club activities and projects designed to help people in other lands. 24 

5.   Youth Service, the fifth Avenue of Service, recognizes the positive change 25 
implemented by youth and young adults through leadership development 26 
activities, involvement in community and international service projects, 27 
and exchange programs that enrich and foster positive world peace and 28 
cultural understanding. 29

PURPOSE AND EFFECT 
 
Rotary’s first area of focus is promoting peace. Peace is part of Rotary’s mission 30 
statement and is included in our Avenues of Service. Over the years, the concept 31 
of “peace” has not been defined and now needs enhancement as our 32 
understanding of the word has developed. 33 
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Positive peace is defined by Rotary’s partner, the Institute for Economics and 1 
Peace, as the attitudes, institutions, and structures that create and sustain 2 
peaceful societies, such as a sound business environment, equitable distribution 3 
of resources, free flow of information, high levels of human capital, acceptance of 4 
the rights of others, and low levels of corruption. These same factors also lead to 5 
many other positive outcomes which society feels are important, creating the 6 
optimum environment for human potential to flourish. Defining peace in this 7 
way will permit objective measurement of community positive peace outcomes 8 
using community created indices guided by the example of the Global Peace 9 
Index for countries. 10 
    11 
Rotarians everywhere should consider what “peace” means to them and strive to 12 
achieve positive peace and embrace the definition of it as described above. 13 
Adding these clarifying words to the Avenues of Service will help Rotarians focus 14 
more effectively on really meaningful peace in our communities and in the world. 15

4.090. Attendance at Other Clubs. 5 
A Rotarian Rotarians and Rotaractors may attend a regular meeting or satellite 6 
club meeting of another club other Rotary clubs. However, a member terminated 7 
for good cause may not attend a regular meeting or satellite club meeting of their 8 
former club. 9

PURPOSE AND EFFECT 
 
All clubs should be interested in searching for younger members, as clubs are an 10 
excellent source of new members. However, prior to the decision to accept new 11 
members, the new member and club need to get to know each other. This is best 12 
achieved by providing Rotaractors with a standing invitation to all Rotary club 13 
meetings. Now that Rotaract clubs are full members of the Rotary organization, 14 
all Rotaractors should be allowed to participate in Rotary club meetings as a 15 
matter of course. 16

To amend the BYLAWS of Rotary International as follows  1

Article 4 Membership in Clubs 3 
 4 
4.080. Attendance Reports. 5 
Each club shall forward monthly attendance reports of its meetings to the 6 
governor within 15 days after the last meeting of each month. Non-districted 7 
clubs shall forward attendance reports to the general secretary. 8

PURPOSE AND EFFECT 
 
The 2016 and 2019 Councils on Legislation approved a number of changes to 9 
attendance requirements in the Standard Rotary Club Constitution. Each club 10 
may now establish its own attendance requirements in its constitution and 11 
bylaws. There is no longer a required minimum percentage of meetings that a 12 
member must attend or make up unless a club establishes one. 13 
    14 
Article 10, Section 1(d) of the Standard Rotary Club Constitution allows a 15 
member to make up an absence within the same Rotary year. There are a great 16 
many ways a member may make up a meeting and often these are not regularly 17 
reported to the secretary. Thus, a monthly attendance report does not truly 18 
reflect the engagement of club members.  19 
    20 
Under these circumstances, it is virtually impossible to establish a standard 21 
attendance report. Indeed, every club will have a different type of attendance 22 
report. Thus, the attendance data in a report to the governor does not necessarily 23 
convey anything meaningful about the health of a club. 24 
    25 
Many clubs and districts may not have adhered closely to the monthly reporting 26 
requirement. For those districts who do try to track club attendance, it is 27 
increasingly difficult and time consuming to get clubs to submit the reports. The 28 
district governor seldom does anything with such reports because they are so 29 
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inconsistent in what they actually report.  1 
    2 
Eliminating the requirement for a club to report monthly attendance to the 3 
governor does not affect the ability of a club to monitor its own attendance or 4 
reward good attendance. The club can and should continue to look at attendance 5 
and engagement in a manner appropriate to its attendance policies because 6 
attendance and engagement are keys to a successful club. A governor could still 7 
request a monthly attendance report if he/she wished. 8

To revise the process for approving excused absences 
 
Proposer(s):  District 3522, Taiwan 
 
 
To amend the STANDARD ROTARY CLUB CONSTITUTION as follows  1

Article 10  Attendance  3

Section 5 — Excused Absences. A member’s absence shall be excused if: 5 
 6 

 (b)  The sum of the member’s age and years of membership in one or more 7 
clubs is 85 years or more, the member has been a Rotarian for at least 20 8 
years, the member has notified the club secretary in writing of a desire to be 9 
excused from attendance, and the board has approved only these 10 
requirements are taken into consideration.  11 

 
 (End of Text) 

 
 
PURPOSE AND EFFECT 
 
Article 10, Section 5(b) of the Standard Rotary Club Constitution provides only 12 
that “the board has approved” the excused absence of a member without any 13 
guidance regarding the approval. 14 
 15 
Hence, some boards have rejected or approved only for a limited time the 16 
excused absence, even if the member meets the requirements provided in this 17 
subsection. 18 
 19 
However, the intention of subsection 5(b) seems to be that examining whether 20 
the member meets the requirements should be the board’s only consideration in 21 
giving approval. 22 
 23 
To minimize disagreement between the member and the board over the 24 
interpretation of Article 10, Section 5(b), and to prevent different club boards 25 
from taking different views and actions, the above amendment is necessary.  26 
 
 
FINANCIAL IMPACT 
 
This enactment could potentially result in a decrease in revenues for RI if there is 27 
a decrease in membership or membership retention due to less flexibility for 28 
current and future members.  29 
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
