Speaker: Bill Feyk – Good Samaritan clinic
· Volunteer, independent, faith-based organization that provides quality, non—emergency medical, dental, mental health and pharmacy services to the uninsured of West Volusia County
· Free of charge to eligible residents between 18-64

· Established in 2007 on New York Avenue

· 2009 added the dental clinic in Orange City

· 2013 Consolidated medical and dental under one roof at 136 E. Plymouth Ave

· Pharmacy, Mental Health, Smoking Cessation and Diabetes Education were added in 2016

· 2019 added more elder care services for those over 55
· They have accumulated 14, 324 Volunteer hours

· Medical – is like a family practice office (Labs and x-rays are done at Advent Health)

· Dental – they do cleanings, fillings, and extractions

· Pharmacy – medications are prescribed – if a med is expensive or difficult to obtain, they work with a pharmacy assistance program

· The internal pharmacy had to close, but the Pierson Pharmacy has stepped up and will supply the medicines

· Recently, they started providing glasses at a 50% discount and job searching through FL Career Source

· Services NOT provided – ER services, surgery, hospitalization, extensive lab work, dental implants

· They have a great deal of support from Stetson who provides interns and Bonner Scholars

· Funding is 40% donations, 50% fund raisers, and 10% grants

· To qualify for services, people must fill out an application, provide a phot ID, prove residence in West Volusia County, have a financial need and no medical insurance.

· Financially they must fall below the 200% poverty level – In West Volusia, there are 19,477 people below the 100% poverty level.

· The 200% poverty level is $2430 per month for one person or $29,160 per year

· $5000 per month, or $60,000 per year for a family of 4

· They are in need of major building repairs from water damage to the tune of $40-50K
· “The greatest gift we can give anyone is their health.”
