SPEAKER – 
Agent Orlando noted that Tom’s new Tundra is nice!  FBI has 56 major offices around the country with smaller resident agencies (satellites).  HQ is in Pgh covering Western PA and all of WVA.  Offices in New Castle, Mon Valley, Johnstown, Erie and 4 in WVA.  Have 130 special agents in this division and many support staff.  Also have legal attaches for overseas.  Cover counter intelligence; counter terrorism; criminal investigations such as bank robberies, fraud and white-collar crime, drugs, gangs, crimes against children, etc.  Cyber program is a new focus and considered organized crime.  Focuses on a group of individuals who each have specialties stealing money, company secrets, etc.  Most are based just outside Russia.  FBI has a newly formed task force “North Country Major Offender Task Force” targeting firearms and narcotics crimes.  Mr. Orlando enlisted after Sept. 11th in Marines and served in Fallujah.  Was recruited by the FBI after he returned.  Most of FBI agents join to make a difference.  He comes out to speak to counter the negative news stories about the FBI.  The many problems are addressed using the “task force” approach which engages FBI, state police, and local law enforcement.  Sometimes task forces do include other entities, example (NCFTA) includes banks, etc.   Worked gangs and drugs and have seen bad neighborhoods transform.  Message is that Butler has a chance.  Long term investigations can leverage conspiracy charges which takes out an entire network.  Rotary also has a focus on remediating human trafficking.  Tourism is active in making hotels aware.
