ANNOUNCEMENTS/UPCOMING EVENTS AND PROJECTS
Calendar Update:  Meetings will resume in January on the 2nd and 4th Mondays of the month.  It was noted that the second Monday of February will be Valentine’s Day.  
Contributions:  The Board will meet following the meeting to take care of contributions.
Turkey Round-Up:  To date $12,240 has been raised with several checks amounting to at least $540 still to be deposited.  Checks have been delivered and acknowledged by St. Mark’s and First English Lutheran Community meals.  There is still money available.  Leslie will have Jim Ferguson send a check to Hunter’s Sharing the Harvest.   Tom noted that our contributions through Turkey Round-Up should be registered as contributing to Rotary Zone’s 33/34 Feeding 10 Million Initiative.  Our club is registered.  We need to calculate a cost per meal to calculate how many meals have been contributed through Turkey Round-UP.   Leslie estimated $5 but David said their church estimated $1.50.  There may be a standard cost per meal calculation for that purpose.  
Pancake Festival:  Results are that Rotary sold $2,249 in tickets.  
Member Reports:  Mark Mann has been spending time near Long Island as has been visiting a club out there.  They meet at a restaurant and alternate lunch and dinner meetings.  They pay $25 each meeting with $20 going toward the meal and $5 into the 50/50 cash drawing.  Their club raises over $200,000 on their golf outing and they also do a food program similar to Turkey Round-Up.  They have 40 members but attendance is generally 12 or less.  New York clubs are trying to get a Rotary license plate. Paul Simms believes we have one in PA.  
David White reported that he met with Carrie Raisley and the Portersville Prospect Rotary is doing a raffle for the Alliance for Children/Child Advocacy Center.  Their goal is to raise $3000.  Tickets are $10.  Anyone interested in participating can check online or can give money to David.
