Jim Ferguson is noting that Rotary International will make history next week as the first woman becomes President of Rotary International.  Our club was honored at the District Conference for our participation in Every Rotarian Every Year, Rotary International membership.  We rank 4th in the District for per capita giving in the District.  
Mark Mann give us an update on the Ukraine.  Rotary International set up a meeting a couple weeks ago with Rotarians in Ukraine. Our club gave $2000.  They paid for 10,000 meals for the railroad operators running refugees out of the country.  Now purchasing fire trucks along with personal items and food for people.  They did an analysis on whether to give goods or to give money.  It comes out to be the same.  They purchase items in Poland and Europe to bring into the country.  Club membership in Ukraine actually increased.  When the war started, Russia controlled 7% of the country and now they control 20%.  There was discussion on removing the Russian clubs from Rotary International for supporting the war and invasion of Ukraine.  A petition will be sent.

This is the 166th Fair.  The Fair was originally a Harness Racing Association.  It was first held at Karns Crossing then moved to the location of Butler High School before locating in Prospect.  The grandstand was moved here from the prior location.  There are 100 acres on the property used for multiple events.  They are proud ot the history.  About 100,000 people come through gates each year.  They missed only two years, once during the Civil War and recently because of the Pandemic.  They are supported also by the Department of Agriculture and are promoted by Butler County Tourism.  The primary income is the fair admission itself.  They expect to have 600 exhibitors that demonstrate both agriculture and business.  Last year was a record year for attendance.  They don’t change much because people enjoy the fair.  They are one of the top 3 or 4 fairs in the state.  Next Tuesday the building will be full of the fair volunteers for their recognition dinner.  Paul Simms announced that RYLA student alumni will hold a reunion at the Fair this year.  This is the 35th year for the amusement/carnival vendor.
