SPEAKER 
Lynn McKinnis, PT was looking for a service project for Concordia Visiting Nurses.  She discovered Remote Area Medical Services.  After Stan Brock finished his stint on Wild Kingdom, he found how difficult it was for some areas to get health care and got involved in Remote Area Medical Services.  The logo shows the wings of hope; the cross to indicate medical care; and the volunteer sign.  Lynn traveled to Ashtabula Ohio to participate in a remote area medical free clinic.  Participants are not required to give real name.  But if they are getting labs, they will need to provide the real name.  Dental cleanings, fillings and extractions are done.  Eye exams, glaucoma testing, visual acuity, refraction and diabetic retinopathy.  Glasses were provided.  Sometimes ancillary services and other community resources are provided.  Lynn did not see indigent or homeless.  She saw many working poor with children who needed glasses.  Mission of Mercy is a similar weekend pop up clinic, but often charges the community $50 K.  This is provided free.  Lynn formed a clinic host team to recruit medical/dental professionals, provide support and get student volunteers.  Support coming from Concordia, CCR, Community Health Clinic, Mayor Dandoy, Butler Collaborative for Families.  Butler Intermediate High School is the location. They will be looking for volunteers.  They need professional support, especially dentists and optometrists.  Lynn will be looking for volunteer support.  David indicated that our club will likely be available to help.
