The Club is accepting credit cards and debit cards for dues. There will be a 3.5% convenience fee charged to the members. There will be a small increase in quarterly dues of $10 per quarter.

New member induction:
Although he is member, Clint officially inducted Animesh Saxena into the Club as member. He is sponsored by Sanjeev Saxena (no relation)

Arnie is introducing the Red Badge program to our Club. New members will now get a red badge, and perform certain member tasks, like attend a board meeting, attend a service project or social, to familiarize themselves with Rotary and earn the blue badge.

Program:

The Capital Region Adult Education program provides adult education service in Richmond, Henrico, Chesterfield, Hanover, Goochland, Powhatan, New Kent and Charles City. They work with people 18-78 getting their GED, English literacy, Workforce Literary Training and obtain Workforce Certifications. Stephen works in Hanover County. He teaches the classes at the Georgetown school and the Pamunkey Regional Jail and has recently started English classes a local Church. When the students finish their GED, they have a ceremony.

There are over 6300 Hanover residents who do not have a high school diploma or GED, mostly aged 18-24 and 45+. He works with about 30 a year. 
He teaches classes at the Pamunkey Regional Jail and is mostly successful with 6 graduates each of the last couple of years.  They also do Safe Serve certification at the jail that allows people to work in a restaurant. Offenders that earn a GED, are less likely to re-offend, can earn more money, and are 51% more likely to get a job when released.

Their program is funded by grants, both Federal and State. There is a fee for students, that helps to cover the cost of the books, even though they don’t turn people away. There are no fees for people from the Jail.

Less than 1% of Hanover residents in need of adult education services will see these services. Some of the barriers are lack of information and outreach (can’t reach the target people), transportation, location, child care, family and job obligations, lack of support or encouragement and general life situations.

There were 39 volunteers last year, who mostly worked with ELL, and he can use more volunteers for all areas, including Outreach, Child Watch, Transportation and Community Engagement Activities.
