      MINUTES

OF

THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

July 26, 2005

The July meeting of the Board of Directors was held at the Lutheran Church of the Redeemer on Tuesday, June 7, 2005. President Todd Dempsey called the meeting to order at 10:35. Present at the meeting were Directors Scott Mills, Lois Wilson and John Rosenbaum,  Officers Todd Dempsey, Pam Danner and Paul Sawtell and visitors District Governor John McKone and his wife Norma Jean McKone and  Assistant Governor Horace McCormick.

The minutes for the June Board meeting and the Treasurer’s report were tabled until the August meeting.

President Dempsey reminded all Directors to provide an up to date listing of the Avenues of service listings for the back of the Wheel. The deadline will be Tuesday, August 2nd to allow sufficient time to print the blanks before the existing stock runs out. The monthly attendance report has not been completed and the Club Secretary will be asked to take care of this as soon as possible.

President Dempsey discussed the contributions made to the Club by Laurie Shepherd and requested a motion to recognize her as an honorary member in September. John Rosenbaum moved and after a second from Pam Danner, the motion passed unanimously. Wil Fairbanks has tendered his resignation to the Club due to health and familial reasons. Mr. Fairbanks has contributed to the ideals of Rotary for 30+ years and his contributions have been appreciated. On a motion by Ms. Danner and a second by Lois Wilson, the Board unanimously approved Will Fairbanks as an Honorary Member. The assistant Church  Pasteur has indicated an interest in attending the luncheons and after some discussion about making him a possible honorary member, the matter was tabled until additional information could be obtained. Art Hyland has requested a leave of absence while he relocates his employment to Maryland and is looks for a new Club. This request was unanimously approved.

Scott Mills moved for the Club to donate $1,000 to be recognized as a Contributor in support of the Ghana Water Project, Matching Grant No. 56993. The $80,200 project will provide the funds to construct a water filtration and delivery system to supply uncontaminated water to 26 villages covering 41,703 people in 7,793 households. The motion was unanimously passed on Ms. Danner’s second.

Mr. Mills presented a second motion to be an international Sponsor and Contributor for the Kirovograd Orphans Project. This project will provide the $17,650 in funding required to supply the Orphanage with badly needed necessities and medical supplies. The Host Partner will be the Rotary Club of  Kirovograd, Ukraine and Life2Orphans ( a 501 (c)(3) organization of adopted parents of orphans from the Ukraine) will assist in identifying suppliers and coordinating deliveries. Funds for the project will be derived from existing funds held in the Club Foundation and matching funds from District Designated Funds and The Rotary Foundation. Any funding shortfall will be covered from external contributions that have already been pledged. Ms. Danner seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

President Dempsey introduced District Governor John McKone and his wife Norma Jean. This is the District Governor’s official Club visit. DG McKone was introduced to the Directors, Officers and Club Members in attendance.

President Dempsey distributed his list of goals for the 2005-2006 Rotary Year and reviewed the highlights. Club Service Director Rosenbaum shared his vision of the avenue of service and the upcoming Club events. Community Service Director Lois Wilson discussed her plans to provide and train local community groups with defibrillators. She will be looking into the possible inclusion of other area Clubs and utilization of District grants. International Service Director Mills distributed his list of projects for the year that included a current status report.

D.G. McKone reported on Rotary International’s and the District’s goals for the year, He suggested that each Club should strive to obtain the various citations and remember that 2005-2006 is the year we return to basics, “Service Above Self” and “Live the Four-Way Test”. After reviewing the Club’s operating plan for the upcoming year, the Governor thanked the Directors and Officers for their commitment to Rotary and wished everyone a great Rotary year.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 11:50 a.m.
