Rotary Club of McLean, Inc.

Special Meeting, Board of Directors 2006-2007

Lutheran Church of the Redeemer

November 14, 2006

The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Rotary Club of McLean, Inc. was called and convened at 1:17 P.M. November 14, 2006 at the Fellowship Hall of the Lutheran Church of the Redeemer.  Robert Hahne, Club President, presided.  The following directors and officers also attended:  Bob Hahne (President), Todd Dempsey (Immediate Past President/Vice President), Scott Mills (Secretary/President-Elect), Kim Mills (Treasurer), Robert Koenig (Sergeant at Arms), Lois Wilson (International Services), Paul Sawtell (Club Services), Michael DeRose (Vocational Services), and Paul Frank (Membership).

Todd Dempsey moved and Scott Mills seconded the approval of the minutes of the October 10, 17, and 31, 2006 meetings.  The motion passed unanimously, without amendments.

Todd Dempsey moved to approve a leave of absence for Kevin Stone for October 1, 2006 through February 28, 2007 due to work relocation.  Paul Sawtell seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

Paul Frank moved and Lois Wilson seconded a motion to extend the leave of absence retroactively for John Leonard through September 30, 2006, due to health.  The motion passed unanimously.

Todd Dempsey moved and Paul Frank seconded a motion to approve a three month leave of absence for Scott Monett due to his work on the Tysons metro tunnel project.  The motion passed unanimously.

Scott Mills moved and Bob Koenig seconded a motion to approve Bob Wieland’s request to change his classification to “Executive Risk Insurance.”  The motion passed unanimously.

The treasurer reported that the club’s checking account had a balance of $20,648.30.  Significant expenditures for the month included $4,250 to the Lutheran Church, which made a $750 donation to Monte Carlo night.  This represents a payment for the meeting hall through October 31, 2006.  $325 was donated to the Fairfax Medical Partnership for Children Project.  $100 was donated to the Gainesville-Haymarket Rotary Club’s Patagonia project in South Argentina.  $100 was donated to pay for a charter gift for the Centreville Rotary Club.  Lois Sheperd was also paid through October 31, 2006.  During a review of last year’s finances, it was discovered that Scott Monett had won the big pot, but that no disbursement had been made to the Rotary Foundation and to the club’s foundation, per Scott’s request.  Scott had designated 50 percent of the winnings to each foundation, or approximately $225 to each foundation.  Scott Mills moved to ratify these expenditures; however, no second was received to that motion.  Approval of the budget was deferred to the December meeting.  The Treasurer reported that the club filed a 990 with the IRS by the November 15 deadline.  President Bob requested that the Treasurer report to the Board in December with a list of any members who have accounts payable.

Mike DeRose reported that the McLean High School Interact Club held a second meeting.  Scott Monett served as the club’s representative at the meeting.  A third meeting will be held November 21.  A member of the Interact club assisted with a recent service project at the Langley Residential Support Services group home.  The members of the Interact Club have been invited to attend a club meeting.  Mike also reported that the Youth Services Awards nominations are due December 8.  $250 will be included in the budget for each winner.

Scott Mills moved and Bob Koenig seconded a motion that will allow the board to decide a prospective, transferring or existing member’s classification on a case-by-case basis, using Rotary International’s then-existing policies and procedures, not being bound by Rotary Internationals’ Occupational Codes in making the determination of classification or in limiting the number of Rotarians holding any particular classification, reserving to the board the discretion to designate the classification when proposing the member to the club; if an objection is raised, the objection will be discussed by the board and resolved in accordance with the club’s constitution and bylaws, with the decision of the board being final.  The motion to call the question, moved by Paul Frank and seconded by Scott Mills, passed unanimously, and the main motion also passed unanimously.

Bob Koenig moved and Scott Mills seconded a motion to transfer unused Recognition Points of deceased and former members, without contacting the former members, but returning the points if requested by the member in the future.  The motion passed unanimously.  A list of the points was circulated, comprising approximately 2900 points.

Scott Mills moved and Paul Frank seconded a motion to use accumulated Recognition Points of the club to match dollar for point as a challenge for new, first-time Paul Harris Fellows, while encouraging the recipient to donate in dollars to the Rotary Foundation in an amount equivalent to the points received over a five year period.  Bob Hahne moved to amend the motion to three years, and Paul Frank seconded the motion.  The motion to amend passed, and the main motion passed unanimously.  Further discussion on how to allocate the points and how to award the points in a match was tabled.

The flags for McLean project was referred to a committee to be reviewed and reported back to the board in February.

President Bob encouraged the board to proactively recruit new members, as we have not yet reached one-half of our goal of growing by a net of 15 by June 30.

Kathy Martin presented a written budget proposal for Community Service projects.  The proposal was amended to include a project or donation for Claude Moore Colonial Farm in McLean. Scott Mills moved to approve the budget and Kim Mills seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

Lois Wilson reported that the International Committee and Glen Yarborough had collected in excess of 10,000 books for the India library project.  Scott reported that the Ukrainian orphanage grants’ budget was amended with the approval of the Rotary Foundation.  Bob reported that Partners for Surgery had filed an interim report with the Rotary Foundation, reporting the completion of 450 surgeries, with the purchase of supplies for the completion of an additional 907 surgeries.

With no further business appearing, the meeting was adjourned at 2:46 p.m.
