Monthly Meeting, Board of Directors 2006-2007

Lutheran Church of the redeemer

February 13, 2007

The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors of the Rotary Club of Mclean, Inc. was called and convened at 1:25p.m., February 13, 2007 in the Music Suite of the Lutheran Church of the Redeemer. Robert Hahne presided as Club President. The following directors, officers and Rotarians also were present, Vice President-President Elect Scott Mills, Secretary Lois Wilson, Immediate Past President Todd Dempsey, Director- Club Service Paul Sawtell, Director- Community Service Kathy Martin, Director- International Service Glenn Yarborough, Director- Vocational Service Michael DeRose, Director- Membership Paul Frank, Matthew Wallace, and John McEvilly.

Matthew Wallace representing the Monte Carlo Night Committee presented the final report on Monte Carlo Night (MCN) to the board. The final proceeds expected will be less than the $15,000.00 initially reported due to reporting errors with the event committee. Matt expects to collect $13,765(includes $1,000 outstanding sponsorship from Mclean Insurance) and holds the possibility of collecting an additional $966 from unpaid auction items. The largest of the unpaid auction items is for an $800 bid on Meadowlark pavilion by someone who has not responded to frequent efforts to contact her. Meadowlark has been informed that the actual certificate is not in our possession and should not be honored if presented. The idea was discussed to secure a replacement certificate to be auctioned off independently. Matt also reported that thank notes to contributors had been sent.

Michael DeRose provided an update on Langley Residential Services, Inc.,(LRSI) recipient of the MCN proceeds. The board previously voted to give LRSI $5,000.00 to be used to fulfill original request however the original need has changed. The board did not deem it necessary to request another written request for the funds.

Todd Dempsey moved and Glenn Yarborough seconded a motion to instruct the Mclean Rotary Foundation to release $8765.00 from MCN designated funds and recommend that $1235 be donated from the Foundation to Chesterbrook Residences, Inc for a total disbursement of $10,000. The motion passed unanimously.

Scott Mills suggested that the aforementioned $5,000.00 and $10,000.00 checks be enlarged and presented at two separate club meetings and announced in the local press.

John McEvilly reported on the Flag Proposal Committee’s progress and described the evolution to the single Flag Pole Memorial concept to honor those who have served this country with a focus on those that have lost their lives in the war on terror. A copy of the report submitted to the Fairfax County Park Authority is attached to these minutes.  

Bob Hahne moved and Glenn Yarborough seconded a motion giving the Flag Proposal Committee approval to continue negotiations with Fairfax County Park Authority on behalf of the Mclean Rotary Club. The motion passed with one abstention from Todd Dempsey.

Accounts Receivable report given as of February 13, 2007 we have $2090.96 in outstanding dues over 60 days past due. New member David Bodie has not attended meetings since joining and has not been responsive to attempts to contact him. Scott Mills requested that a leave of absence be granted due to David’s recent unemployment for the period of October 31, 2006 to February 13, 2007 with the stipulation that dues be charged but not meals and that either he start attending meetings or resign his membership with the offer to reapply in the future.

Bob Hahne moved and Todd Dempsey seconded a motion that Marie York be removed from the membership role and the club will not pursue collection of the $208 invoice form June 2006 or the $44 invoice from October 2006. A letter will be sent to the family of Marie York.

The Board unanimously approved the minutes of the January 9, 2007 Board of Directors meeting on a motion moved by Glenn Yarborough and seconded by Todd Dempsey.

In the treasurer’s absence a copy of the budget was distributed with the request that the board review it and submit questions and feedback to the treasurer, Kim and President, Bob.

Paul Frank of the Membership committee proposed 3 new members, Cecilia Ford, Colette Cahill and transfer Chuck Thornton. Todd Dempsey moved and Glenn Yarborough seconded a motion that the proposed membership applications be accepted and seven day letters be sent to the body for review. Te board approved unaninimously.

Scott Mills reported that plans are under way for the inbound GSE team from District 9250- South Africa and the club is responsible for activities from May 1 to the 4th, 2007. Bob Hahne moved and Glenn Yarborough seconded a motion to approve up to an additional $1,000.00 be spent on activities which include the farewell dinner.

A request was made by Vance Zavela that the club support the Centreville and Bailey’s club with a $100 ad in their program. The request will be reviewed by Kathy Martin, Chair of the Community Service Committee.

Scott Mills proposed the club work with the Bailey’s club to host the Russian PEP program to take place in the 2007-2008 club year. Scott will canvas the upcoming board for their support.

Paul Frank requested consideration for a gift to the Claude Moore Farm. 

Glenn Yarborough is appealing to the club for support of Easter Seals and will make a presentation at the next board meeting.

With no further business appearing, the meeting was adjourned at 3:30 p.m.
