Monthly Meeting, Board of Directors 2006-2007

Fellowship Hall, Lutheran Church of the Redeemer

September 12, 2006

The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors of the Rotary Club of McLean, Inc. was called and convened at 1:32 P.M. September 12, 2006 at the Music Suite of the Lutheran Church of the Redeemer.  Robert Hahne presided as Club President.  The following directors, officers and Rotarians also were present:  Bob Hahne (President), Kim Mills (Treasurer), Scott Mills (Secretary/President-Elect), Todd Dempsey (Vice President), Paul Sawtell (Club Service), Michael DeRose (Vocational Services), Kathy Martin (Community Services), Lois Wilson (International Services), Paul Frank (Membership), Robert Koenig (Sergeant at Arms), and Bob Rosenbaum.

Upon motion of Paul Frank, seconded by Paul Sawtell, the minutes of the August 15, 2006 meeting of the Board of Directors were approved as presented. 

Treasurer Kim Mills reported that the club did not have any accounts receivable for more than the preceding quarter.  She reported that the club has more than $18,000 in the checking account.  The club has approximately $3,000 in receivables.  She has met with the finance committee members, who provided advice on the preparation of the IRS 990 form by November 15.  Bob Hahne reminded Kim that the club’s payment to the church is due in December for the year at the rate of $125 per meeting.

Michael DeRose reported that Embassy Suites will not be hosting Trick or Suites this year.

Plans are progressing for Fellowship/Networking Night at the Pavilion at Claude Moore Colonial Farm in McLean on October 5 from 5:45 to 7:15 p.m.  Members are encouraged to bring a prospective member.  Prospective members are free.  Members will be charged $15 for the event, which is held in lieu of the club’s regular meeting. The church and Lori will be advised that the club has no meeting at the church on October 3, 2006..

Nine prospective members attended the meeting today.

Scott Mills presented the membership proposal of Sarvendra “Sam” Agarwal in the classification of International Import-Export.  Scott moved the board’s approval.  The motion was seconded by Todd Dempsey.  The membership and classification committees reported favorably.  The motion passed unanimously.

Todd Dempsey reported that set up for Celebrate Virginia will begin at 8:30 a.m. on September 30.  He has volunteer slots available.  The club’s sandwich board will be at the event.  The wholesaler also will have promotional signs at the event.  The club will have brochures at the event.

Todd also reported that Monte Carlo Night is November 3 at the Dulles Hyatt.  Burke Rotary Club has joined the event.  McLean will handle the public relations and either the live auction or the registration.

Lois Wilson reported that Glenn Yarborough had collected 5,000 books for the India library project.  Lois has been named the District 7610 GSE Team Leader to go to District 9250 in Africa.  We have not received confirmation of whether McLean will host the inbound team.

The club will sponsor one child at the cost of $325 for Medical Care for Children Partnership.

Jerry Tankel was planning a yard sale to raise money for literacy; however, Jerry’s wife is having heart surgery.  The status of the sale was uncertain.

The club will participate in gift wrapping during the holidays at Barnes and Noble, with a portion of the proceeds going to literacy.  

The club will participate in Adopt-a-Family this year.

The club discussed participation in a project with Langley Residential Support Services.

Bob Hahne will present the Rotary Bowl at the McLean-Langley football game on November 10.  The Vocational committee will discuss whether to host the volleyball teams at an upcoming meeting.

Bob Hahne will discuss the flag project proposal with the club at an upcoming meeting.  Bob has proposed that the club provide flags to local businesses for four holidays per year at a cost of $100 for the service.

Scott Mills informed the board that Matt Wallace had requested a leave of absence for August due to grand jury duty.  Todd Dempsey moved to approve the request.  Paul Frank seconded the motion, which was unanimously approved.

Todd Dempsey reported that club members who attended the International Convention had inquired whether the unused budgetary appropriation of $1,000, reserved in last year’s budget for the president-elect’s expenses to attend the convention, could be divided among the four members who attended.  No motion was made to approve the request.

Todd Dempsey proposed for discussion that members who missed meetings could receive make up credit for attending board meetings and service committee meetings and events.  The proposal was tabled for discussion and consideration at a later date.

With no further business appearing, the meeting was adjourned at 3:07 p.m.
