· Franklin Sherman Elementary School Literacy for Head Start Project-District Simplified Grant 

· Project description: 

· Quarterly presentation of books to students; 

· Child selects a book; 

· Book becomes his/her own

· Invite parents to read book, or

· We can read the book to the children. 

· Goals: 

· Get books in hands of kids

· Introduce English into homes for parents don’t speak English.

· MOTION by Kathy Martin to approve applying for the grant subject to receiving appropriate letter from the school and other documentation SECONDED by Glenn Yarborough.  Following brief discussion the motion CARRIED unanimously. 

· NOTE:  Following the meeting, President Scott sent the following note on July 18 to the Board informing it:

· Franklin Sherman does not have a Head Start Program, nor has that principle returned Scott’s phone call. 

· Courtney Bulger, Fairfax County Public School Director, who assists business partnering with schools, said that the greatest need in the McLean/Pimmit Hills area is at Timberlane Elementary School, which has a 51% poverty rate among its students, which are predominantly minorities from non-English speaking households.

· Scott requested email consent among a majority of board members to contact the Principal at Timberlane.

· NOTE:  Upon approval of this action and agreement with the Timberlane Principal, the budget will be corrected to reflect substitution of Timberlane for Franklin Sherman Elementary School as the recipient of District Grant funds
