Jan discussed the grant for Frank Peterson’s Partners in Surgery.  We are looking for $2500 from the Foundation.  Jan has asked Bob Rosenbaum to look into options for catering for our weekly meetings.  Bob and Jan suggested that we can commit to our present caterer for 6 months to give us time to consider.
Administrative Report – Carmen Wu

Carmen indicated that Ed Holman’s team is not providing service at meetings.  Cherry thanked Carmen for her work in producing chocolate baskets for the District Conference.
RI Foundation Report – Bob Hahne

Bob reported that we have met EREY.  We are one member short of being a 100% sustaining club.  The Ylonen Cup is given by the District to the Club with the highest 3 year average per capita giving to the RI Foundation.  We have won the Cup since its inception in 2009.  We are in danger of losing the Cup.  We need to raise about $100-200 per capita or $4-7K to likely keep the Cup.
