Grant Criteria

1. How does the proposal conform to the five avenues of service (club, vocational, community, international, and new generations)?

2. How does the proposal conform to the six Future Vision areas of focus (peace and conflict prevention/resolution, disease prevention and treatment, water and sanitation, maternal and child health, basic education and literacy, economic and community development)?

3. How well does the organization meet the high ethical standards and ideal of service that Rotary embodies?

4. Do club members generally support the grant? 

5. How well does the proposal include considerable Rotarian involvement and not just serve as a financial pass-through?

6. Does the recommending Rotarian actively support the organization he/she is requesting funds for?

7. Is there a longstanding relationship with the organization that should be honored?

8. Would approval of an initial proposal imply initiation of a long-term relationship and, if so, is it a relationship the foundation wants to promote?

9. Does the proposal provide funding so that the receiving organization can then function more independently without continued Rotary involvement?

10. Will funds be used to help clients become self-sustaining?

11. Are the funds requested of the foundation being appropriately leveraged by other funding sources?

12. What are the objective criteria by which the recipient will measure, and report to the foundation, the impact or effectiveness of the grant, and on what time schedule?

13. How is the foundation assured that the grant is in fact used for its specific intended purpose?

14. Is the request within the Foundation's approved Rotary Year disbursement budget?
