Last Week's Speaker - Marilen King

Marilen King told McLean Rotarians that classification talks are intended to explain what you've done in your life to get you where you are today. Marilen followed that guidance as she told us about herself. She was born in Roanoke. Her mother was a schoolteacher who was a tenth generation Virginian. Her father's ancestors went back thirteen generations. He was an aeronautical engineer who graduated from Virginia Tech and got a job with Chrysler working on space engines. The family moved to Los Angeles, Detroit, Germany for a year, and finally to Florida where her father worked on missions from the first manned orbital flight to skylab and where John Glenn was a guest for dinner in their home. She remembers school being let out so children could watch space launches. One in particular stood out because the ground shook and fish literally jumped out of the lake when the shuttle launched. 

Marilen followed in her father's footsteps by going to college at Virginia Tech, where she majored in psychology and sociology. She noted that people who brag about being Hokies don't realize that a hokie is a castrated turkey. While in college, Marilen returned in the summer to Florida where she worked at Disney World. Her first summer there was the first summer the park was openedâ€”in 1972. She only received $1.75 an hour but it was the best job she ever had. Employee orientation stressed customer service. Disney's philosophy was that if you can't smile and make people happy, then don't come to work. 

After Virginia Tech, she received a counseling psychology degree from the University of Tennessee. One of her early jobs was as a child abuse investigator. Marilen also was in the Naval Reserve where she was a commissioned officer. She was sent as an ensign to the Chattanooga Naval Base where she was the only womanâ€”and the chief executive officerâ€”in a unit of 99 men. When she had to muster troops, an old timer pulled her aside and told her she needed to be loud enough to command their attention. At the time she was married to a man whose last name was Commander, making for some very confusing situations when she would be addressed as Lieutenant Commander. (Later she married John King and thought she had received a promotion by going from Commander to King.) 

The threads in all her professional positions were management and customer service. Before she arrived at Chesterbrook, she had been involved with 70 different facilities. The Chesterbrook has 97 apartments which have one or two bedrooms. There are three classically-trained chefs on board. Residents pay on a sliding scale based on their ability to pay. Bob Rosenbaum plays piano there once a month and Marilen plays occasionally, too.
