Scott Adams was born in Fort Lauderdale, Florida, and enlisted in the United States Army at the age of 17.  Over his career of 22 years in the Army, Scott spent many years in tanks as a driver and a gunner.  He did two tours in Germany and six combat deployments, eventually ending up at Fort Sam Houston, Texas as part of the Bravo Company Warrior Transition Unit.  Mr. Adams was severely wounded in Bayji, Iraq on January 26, 2007, and spent two years in recovery at Brooke Army Medical Center.  Among his many awards and decorations, Scott earned Two Bronze Star Medals, the Purple Heart, the National Defense Service Medal, the Iraqi Campaign Medal, the Afghanistan Campaign Medal, and the Military Outstanding Volunteer Service Medal. 

Today, Scott lives in Saint Bonifacius, MN.  He is a full-time student at Rasmussen College obtaining his BA in Homeland Security.  He is also working for Wounded Warrior Project as a member of their National Campaign Team and in their Warriors Speak program.
