Program – June 4 by Rick Neldon
Our guest speaker was Anant V. Patel from Exxon/Mobil who spoke on the topic:  Natural Gas and Hydraulic Fracking.”  Mr. Patel first reviewed our country’s energy needs and explained that population growth and increased technology is what drives energy demand.  He showed how energy demand had been growing slowly through the mid-1800’s but has grown at a very high rate through the 20th and 21st centuries.  To meet this demand our country will need to rely on a diverse fuel mix, including both nonrenewable and renewable energy forms.  The major energy companies had assumed the USA would be an energy importing country.  Instead, we are an energy exporting country in part because of advances in recovering gas from shale rock through hydraulic fracturing.  This involves deep drilling to over 10, 000 feet to the shale rock, infusing a water and sand mix to break the rock and release the gas, and then capturing the gas for use.  This has been made practical by the ability to not only drill vertically, but to drill horizontally.  Horizontal drilling can go out a distance of 8 miles from the vertical shaft to greatly increase gas collection.  Gas as a fossil fuel is cleaner burning than other fossil fuels such as coal, and uses less water than for ethanol production [a biomass fuel].  No fuel source is totally clean.  The long term attempt is to use those sources that are cleanest and economical.
