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Imagine living downstream from
Chernobyl and a hundred other
Soviet-era factories that have ‘
polluted streams and other
sources of drinking water.
Imagine turning on your water
faucet to see water the color of
tea—not fit for bathing, much
less drinking.

Most of us cannot imagine a life ]
where an entire generation of children suffer from diarrhea and
dehydration caused by waterborne, intestinal parasites. But, we as
Rotarians can offer hope to change the bleak situation in which many
children in Ukraine find themselves.

Through a proposed $35,000 Rotary Foundation Matching Grant, and
in cooperation with the Rotary Club of Kirovograd, the Rotary Club of
McLean plans to install 20 or more commercial-grade water filtration
systems in orphanages, maternity hospitals, and schools in the City
of Kirovograd, Ukraine.
