Bountiful Backpacks – our signature local initiative where we provide weekend food for the neediest families in our local elementary schools; since the start of this project, we have spent over $100,000 on food, providing more than 35,000 bags with just shy of 200,000 pounds of food


Trade School in Haiti – one of our members, Bill Scrivens, has dedicated himself to jumpstarting the Haitian economy by helping to build a trade school that trains electricians, plumbers, nurses, and computer experts in Haiti


Local grants – each year we provide financial support to local non-profits that provide services to youth in a variety of ways; examples of grant recipients include STAIR, Rivers Edge Forest, South County Reading Camp, You Gave It We Give It, and more
