Grant Guidelines
Mission/Vision
The Rotary Club of Hendersonville, based upon Rotary International ideals of encouragement and fostering service as a basis of worthy enterprise, shall seek to support the objectives of Rotary International and to foster improvement of the lives of children through community collaborations focused on education.

The Rotary Club of Hendersonville shall seek to meet the annual goals of Rotary International and Rotary District 7670 and to be recognized within the local community as a leader in encouraging and improving education.

Grant Guidelines

1. Applicants should be charitable (501(c)(3)) organizations.  In general, this excludes individuals - even those who find themselves in a financially needy situation, or who individually seek to do a good work.  Organizations/projects who do not have a 501(c)3 charitable determination are encouraged to partner with an established charitable organization who will be willing to act as fiscal agent for any grant funds.
2. All Rotary Grant requests should be submitted on an official application form. You may access the Grant Application from our website at www.Hendersonvillerotary.com 
6. Grants are not automatically repeated; an application must be submitted by the stated deadline each fiscal year for which a grant is needed.  The Rotary fiscal year is July 1 to June 30. 

7. Typically, Rotary is interested in supporting targeted projects that improve the lives of children through community collaborations focused on education.

8. Rotary welcomes the opportunity to partner with other service organizations to advance specific goals consistent with the objectives of Rotary.
9. Recipients will be expected to issue a follow-up report regarding the effect of Rotary’s grant, to the extent feasible that includes receipts, photographs, and possibly a presentation to the club membership.

10. Recipients are required to acknowledge the Rotary Club of Hendersonville in their publicity.
