Many club members attended Bo Darling's memorial.
For those who missed it, here is his obituary.

Forrester Bushnell "Bo" Darling was born June 19, 1939, in Houston, Texas and passed away
January 20, 2024, in Tempe, Arizona. He was 2 when his father's company - - Texaco - - moved
them to New York City. This precocious child began playing spoons on his highchair at age 2,
learned drums as a 12-year-old high school freshman and became a professional musician that
same year. Enrolled at Yale, at 15 for Industrial Administration, he also played linebacker on the
football team. He went on to Oklahoma State University for his Mechanical Engineering degree.
That led to 37 years with Union Carbide/Linde/Praxair. A drummer throughout his life, he also
sailed competitively for 17 years, enjoyed many years of recreational skiing, played baseball on
local teams, ran marathons, and was a serious cyclist. (Seattle to Portland in one day.)
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As a Referee and COO of Unlimited Hydroplanes, he and Patti traveled to many race sites in the
US and Canada. Bo was a dedicated Rotarian, being president of Mercer Island Rotary club and
Governor of International District 5030.

Moving to Arizona in 2018, he joined the Phoenix 100 Rotary club and in 2023 was named an

honorary member - - alongside Sandra Day O'Connor. In Tempe, he enjoyed being a member of the Mirabella/ASU
Residents' Council. The Darlings served faithfully at Emmanuel Church (Bo as Senior Warden) and at St. Barnabas in
Paradise Valley. His quick wit and sly humor were ever present, supporting many memories which we will always treasure.

He leaves behind his ever loving wife Patricia (Patti), Sons Jeffrey (Wendy) Darling and Marc Krein, Grandchildren Sean
Forrester Darling, Doane Edward Darling, Keliah (Daniel) Davidson, Philip (Lena) Krein, Zachary (Andrea) Krein, and
Walker (Kataya) Krein as well as great-grandchildren Anara and Nolan Davidson and Juniper Elizabeth Krein.

A Memorial Service will be held at Emmanuel Church on Mercer Island, August 6, 2:00 PM, to be followed by a Celebration
of Life.
