September 17 - Club Meeting: Speaker - Lori Matsukawa - Esteemed
King-5 Anchor (retired)

Lori has just written a special children's book about Picture Brides that she will share with us at our meeting. Her book is
available at Island Books, and if you bring a book to the meeting, Lori will sign it for you.

Picture brides were women who arrived in Hawaiâ€™i, the West Coast U.S., Canada and Brazil at the turn of the 20th
century to marry men they met in arranged marriages using photographs.

It was a system meant to skirt anti-Asian immigration laws. The â€œGentlemenâ€™s Agreementâ€​ of 1907 was an
informal agreement between President Theodore Roosevelt and the Government of Japan which prohibited immigration
from Japan to Hawaiâ€™i or the continental United States, but did allow wives and children to reunite with men who had
already immigrated.

For plantation and farm owners, it was an opportunity to increase their labor force and entice their male workers to stay. It
was also an attempt to reduce gambling and opium smoking among the men. Many of the women simply followed the
wishes of their families, since arranged marriages were common and often done for reasons of status and wealth. Other
women, however, saw it as an opportunity to get away from family obligations and make their own fortune.

The matchmaker (nakoudo or baishakunin in Japan; jungmae jaeng-i in Korea) made the match in the familyâ€™s
hometown. Couples were considered married when their names were submitted to the local temple, even if neither was
present. Couples were then â€œofficiallyâ€​ married once the women landed in Hawaiâ€™i or on the Mainland, often on
the dock as soon as they disembarked.

In the 13 years between the beginning of the Gentleman's Agreement until 1920, more than 10,000 Japanese picture
brides arrived on the continental U.S.and more than 15,000 in Hawaiâ€™i. The agreement was made obsolete by passage

It established a national origin quota system and banned Japanese immigrants until the
law was repealed in 1952.
