Youth - Rotary wants to award 100 two-year scholarships to Rotary’s Peace Academies every year. Kelly Lehman is the chair of the Peace
Fellows Interview Committee. Rotary receives 800 applicants per year to fill the 100 slots. Youth Exchange is up and running.
