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Club Meeting - January 12, 2012

Jerry Cantrell gave the invocation and Bob Adelberg sang the National Anthem.
Cynthia Caudill toasted birthday celebrants including the Mayor, and Chaz
Lavelle called for nominations for the Rotary Lifetime Service Award. Tom Wil-
liams introduced new member Michelle Griffin, and David Dunn introduced
new member Boyce Martin, whose grandfather was 1955 president of our
club.

President Stet introduced Mayor Greg Fischer for his second State of the City
address. In recognition of the Mayor’s Bluegrass Economic Advancement
Movement (BEAM), the Louisville and Lexington Rotary clubs have elected to
make both state university presidents and both mayors honorary members.
Jim Host, 1979-80 President of the Lexington Rotary Club, made Mayor Fischer
the first Louisvillian honorary member in the Lexington club’s history.

Last year Mayor Fischer challenged us to set national and global benchmarks.
As a result, Louisville was one of four cities selected by the Brookings Institu-
tion, launching the BEAM initiative in partnership with Lexington; and one of five for a Bloomberg grant for information delivery and
export jobs. Last week a national business publication named Ford’s Louisville investment as America’s #1 Economic Development Deal
of 2011. Louisville also reopened libraries on Sundays and was the largest city to be named an International City of Compassion. The
Mayor praised the 55,000 Degrees program for a 14% increase in two-year degrees and a 7% rise in four-year degrees. He urged Rotar-
ians to hire a disadvantaged teen for summer work experience through Kentuckiana Works. He acknowledged President Jim King and
the Metro Council for their role in these accomplishments.

Looking ahead, Fischer said a “structural budget imbalance” from lagging revenues leaves a $12 million shortfall for the coming six
months, even after cutting $22 million last year. Another $20 to $30 million deficit is projected next year, but law requires a balanced
budget. He said he would meet with department directors after the luncheon to begin developing options. He said city overtime, pen-
sions, healthcare funding and sick leave are out of line compared with private business.

“We’ll get through it fine, but there are tradeoffs,” Fischer warned, suggesting that city grants to social agencies may also be at risk.
“The mayor of Philadelphia told me, ‘If you have a deep-
