Club Meeting - January 5, 2012 
Rotarians started our 2012 Centennial year with a jam-packed meeƟng room, 
agenda and program.  Judy Lambeth gave the invocaƟon, recent U of L grad 
Emily Nash sang, beauƟfully accompanied by Jim Rightmyer, and Alice Bridges 
toasted birthday celebrants, including President Stet.  Rudy Moeller promoted 
the March 1 Trade Expo with the February 20 sign-up deadline. 

Stet welcomed our Habitat for Humanity partners, represented by Cal Balsam 
and Ben MeggeƩ of UPS, and introduced Erica Hart, the charming and inspiring 
owner of our new home.  Dick Clay introduced new member Jeff Roberts and 
our three program speakers.  

Overlooking the Ohio, Galt House’s 25th floor Waterford room was an appropri-
ate seƫng as three disƟnguished guests updated us on the Ohio River Bridges 
project.  Steve Schultz, Louisville & Southern Indiana Bridges Authority Execu-
Ɵve Director, Mike Hancock, Secretary of the Kentucky TransportaƟon Cabinet 
and Michael Cline, Commissioner of the Indiana Department of TransportaƟon, shared their perspecƟves on the $2.6 billion project. 

Bridges Authority Director Schultz said the two states’ governors have set the tone of “two bridges, one project; and two states, one 
team” in moving forward the 2003 decision to build a new downtown bridge, an East End bridge and to reconstruct the Kennedy Bridge 
interchange.  He said the federal gasoline tax, last increased in 1993, raises only a third of the funds needed for highway maintenance 
and improvement.  In 2001 the Kentucky General Assembly created the Bridges Authority and gave it power to impose tolls on the Ken-
nedy and East End bridges, not the Clark or Sherman Minton. 

KY Secretary Hancock put the project into perspecƟve, saying that last year Kentucky spent $1 billion on highway construcƟon projects.  
He reiterated the previous week’s announcement that Kentucky will lead procurement (and construcƟon) on the downtown bridge, 
and Indiana will lead the East End porƟon of the joint project, with a goal to begin construcƟon in 2012, with compleƟon by 2018. 

Indiana Commissioner Cline said projected cost is now $1.5 billion lower, due to the bi-state partnership with the federal highway ad-
ministraƟon.  SimplificaƟon also has avoided the original plan to expand beyond the current spagheƫ juncƟon footprint, which would 
have taken porƟons of Butchertown.  He said the partners are opƟmisƟc they will receive federal environmental authority to proceed 

in the early spring.                                  — Lelan Woodmansee
