Jim Higdon is a freelance journalist who lives in Louisville. As the author of The Cornbread
Mafia, which tells the story of the biggest marijuana syndicate in American history, Higdon is
an expert on crimes committed in Kentucky, and Kentuckians who commit crimes. He has
written for POLITICO Magazine, The Daily Beast, Al Jazeera America, Esquire, and Fortune. A
graduate of Centre College, Jim also holds an MFA from Brown University and a MA from the
Graduate School of Journalism at Columbia University. 

About the book, “The Cornbread Mafia: A Homegrown Syndicate’s Code of Silence and the
Biggest Marijuana Bust in American History ’. In the summer of 1987, Johnny Boone set out
to grow and harvest one of the greatest outdoor marijuana crops in modern times. By doing
so, he set into motion a series of events that defined him and his associates as the largest
homegrown marijuana syndicate in American history, also known as “The Cornbread Mafia.” 
Higdon’s relationship with Johnny Boone made him the first journalist subpoenaed under

Following retirement from the active practice of law Bob 
has studied extensively in the area of environmental sciences, 
including active involvement in the Education Department at the 
Louisville Zoo where he teaches classes and leads tours stressing animal endangerment and 
environmental changes.  He has won numerous awards for his activities in this area. This 
interest is a natural progression from Bob’s long time interest in marine sciences that
developed from his interest in scuba diving and underwater photography. His photos have

The DO's & DON'Ts for Inviting Friends to a Meeting 
So you have mentioned Rotary to a friend or business colleague and got the typical
“I don’t have time” response.  Don’t be discouraged – there was probably a time in

your life when you said the same thing. Instead, let me give you four Do's and one Don’t.

First, DO acknowledge that we are all busy and that you had the same response years ago.  But
giving something back to the community was a decision you had made years ago and never
regretted it.

Second, DO file away their possible interest and watch for future club programs that might interest
this person.  Then, re-establish contact and invite them to hear that specific program.  The
candidate will be impressed that you continued to think about them and often will say Yes.

Third, DO see that when they visit, you greet them, you sit with them, and most importantly, you
introduce them to several key members of your club.  Alert your club president that you have a
special guest that day.

As for the DON’T, I suggest that you do not introduce them on their first visit as a potential new
member.  They agreed to join you for a meal and to hear a speaker – that’s all.
